	Resurrection Equals Inclusion
Just a shade ahead of schedule, Tim’s plane landed at Adelaide International.  He was glad to be home, the long trip from Mumbai testing his endurance.  But more than anything he was dying to see his girlfriend Krissie.  In her arms he knew he would be really home.  
Entering the car park Krissie handed Tim the keys, “You drive”, she smiled.  As they slipped through the suburbs they had so much to tell each other that they actually fell silent.  
Tim knew he could never really tell Krissie about India and what it had done to him.  How could he tell her about the colour of the place – the bright buildings, clothes, cars and countryside?  How could he tell her about the sense of identity, the quiet dignity of the people, even those living in overcrowded slums?  How could he tell her about the way people shared space, not only with tolerance of each other, but with genuine, presumed acceptance and respect?  
As he changed lanes in the traffic, he felt the loneliness of it all.  Just then, with the driver blasting his horn, a black Porsche passed them on the left.  Tim immediately felt the exclusion, the lack of room, the intolerance, the inability to share life’s space.  
Contemporary Australian culture sometimes separates into pods of intolerance in which secular fundamentalism increasingly sees life in a black-and-white way.  Rivalling any past or present religious Puritanism, there is today a secular Puritanism that leaves people “outside” and excluded.  
It is well documented in sociology that groups, the longer they exist, unconsciously give off the signal “Keep out!”  The Church is no exception – the Church as a whole with its particular language, or the local Church when unexamined customs, intransigent practices, and simple ordinary thoughtlessness clearly give the same message:  keep out!  But there is another side to this story.  Research shows that those who take care of you and your loved ones, informally through life and more formally through life and more formally in hospitals, schools, meals-on-wheels and other voluntary organisations, are more likely to be people of faith.  If they are Christian they are more likely to go to Church and to be inclusive.  Like Jesus they tend to see people for who they are – beyond customs, practices and laws.  If they belong to one of the other great faith traditions they will have above average compassion, and they will be more thoughtful.  For Catholics, in spite of all that goes wrong in life, we know the risen Christ is with the world still.  Sometimes it is so palpable that like Tim’s driving in from the airport we fall silent in awe and wordless prayer.  Seen through the eyes of the risen Christ the colours of life continue to change us.  We see the dignity of others, we experience their acceptance and we know that Christ is risen.  And all we want deep down is to live his resurrection life of inclusion.  So there you have it:  ‘resurrection life’ – the message of today’s first reading from Acts.

Christ, Most Holy “Includer”, open our eyes, open our hearts, open our lives.

	BISHOP JOSEPH O’CONNELL

As a Parish Community this weekend we join with Archbishop Denis Hart and the Vicar General Mgr. Greg Bennett to pay a special tribute to Bishop Joseph O’Connell who died peacefully on Saturday 27.4.13 at Caritas Christi, Kew. 
Bishop Joe O’Connell was born on 10th December 1931, and lived in Thornbury and attended St. Mary’s School, Thornbury and Christian Brothers’ College, East Melbourne. In 1949 Bishop O’Connell commenced studies for teaching, but at the beginning of 1950 he entered Corpus Christi College Werribee to study for the priesthood and was ordained priest by Archbishop Justin Simonds in St Patrick’s Cathedral on 28 July 1957. He served as an assistant priest in West Geelong and shortly after was sent to Rome to study Canon Law, obtaining his doctorate in 1961. 
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On his return to Melbourne he ministered in the parishes of West Melbourne and Yarraville, together with an appointment to the Archdiocesan Tribunal.  In 1969 he was also appointed Episcal Vicar for Religious. On February 12, 1976 Pope Paul VI appointed him as Auxiliary Bishop in Melbourne and was consecrated by Archbishop Frank Little on 31st March 1976.  As an Auxiliary Bishop he lived in Moonee Ponds taking pastoral care to the parishes of the Northern Region a position he held for over 30 years until his retirement on December 10, 2006.  

To the priests, religious and lay people of the Northern Region, Bishop Joe O’Connell was a kindly shepherd.  Bishop Joe’s down to earth manner allowed him to mix easily with all people.  Serving for such a long time in the Northern region meant that he knew generations of families and was blessed by a wonderful memory for names.

In particular Bishop Joe had a deep appreciation of the contribution of migrant communities.  His years in Rome, gave him an ease with Italian and allowed him to converse with the large Italian population in his region. He understood the needs of those newly arrived on our shores and watched proudly as they took their rightful place in parish leadership and in society.

To his fellow Bishops, priests, religious men and women and the lay people of Melbourne, Bishop O’Connell was a wise advisor, spiritual guide and witness to the Good News. To his many friends Bishop O’Connell will be remembered for his kindness, loyalty and encouragement.
