	The Need to Share
Seventy years ago, from October 1944 to May 1945, northern Vietnam experienced a great tragedy under Japanese occupation. Forcing people to turn rice fields into cotton and jute farms in order to meet the needs of war, the Japanese plunged the northern part of the country into a terrible famine.
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It is estimated more than two million people starved to death, with bodies piled up on the streets in the northern provinces and on the streets of Hanoi.  A well-known photographer, Vo An Ninh, captured the horrific images of the Vietnamese in this dire situation.  These photos moved people around the world.  One image depicted two children pouring rice porridge into the mouth of their father who had already passed away.

What does this tragic image say to us today?  It is saying there is still a cry for help for the basic necessities to sustain life – a piece of bread, a pack of noodles or a bowl of rice.  For anyone who has personally experienced a famine, there would be an understanding of how precious a simple piece of bread could be. Moreover, there is a sense of sharing.  The image of the two children feeding their dead father with the rice porridge resonates loudly about the meaning of sharing.  They share with their father at the expense of their only chance of survival.  They hoped the porridge could save him, even though they themselves were staring at certain death.  This is a powerful message of what it means to share.  In today’s gospel, Jesus also gives us the meaning of sharing.  You share even if you don’t have much.  It is the peoples’ hunger that evokes Jesus’ compassionate response.  There is no thinking in sharing with those who are in greatest need.  Like the story of the widow in the first Book of the Kings who was down to her last small meal which she was preparing for herself and her son.  But she shared the food with a complete stranger, Elijah, when he sought help.  She gave meaning to sharing.  She was willing to share without thinking twice about it.  Some might think sharing is charity.  No, sharing is not charity but a duty.  There is always a need to share in our world today.  We need to share our space, our resources, our home and our country with people who seek our help.  There are cries for help from afar and closer to home.  Everything we have is a gift from God which should be shared among his people.  Sharing is an essential part of human dignity.  And it is a value that we as Christians should be aware of always.

	Words from the message of pope francis
      To the secretary-general of the united nations

On the occasion of the first “WORLD HUMANITARIAN SUMMIT”

                                         (Istanbul 23-24 may 2016)
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I wish to greet all those taking part in this first World Humanitarian Summit … who have called for this occasion to be a turning point for the lives of millions of people who need protection, care and assistance, and who seek a dignified future … I hope that your efforts may contribute in a real way to alleviating the sufferings of these millions of people, so that the fruits of the Summit may be demonstrated through a sincere solidarity and a true and profound respect for the rights and dignity of those suffering due to conflicts, violence, persecution and natural disasters … We cannot deny that many interests today prevent solutions to conflicts, and that military, economic and geopolitical strategies displace persons and peoples and impose the god of money, the god of power. … what is needed today is a renewed commitment to protect each person in their daily life and to protect their dignity and human rights …“Leaving no one behind” and “doing one’s very best” demands that we do not give up and that we take responsibility for our decisions and actions regarding the victims themselves. First of all, we must do this in a personal way, and then together, coordinating our strengths and initiatives, with mutual respect for our various skills and areas of expertise, not discriminating but rather welcoming. In other words: there must be no family without a home, no refugee without a welcome, no person without dignity, no wounded person without care, no child without a childhood, no young man or woman without a future, no elderly person without a dignified old age. 
May this also be the occasion to recognize the work of those who serve their neighbour and contribute to consoling the sufferings of the victims of war and calamity, of the displaced and refugees, and who care for society, particularly through courageous choices in favour of peace, respect, healing and forgiveness! This is the way in which human lives are saved. No one loves a concept, no one loves an idea; we love persons.
