	A Trinity of Love
The Trinity is not a mathematical problem, it is rather a mystery of love.  It is the most profound mystery of the Christian faith because it concerns the life of God, three Persons, on God.
The Father gives himself entirely to the Son in love and Son to the Father.

This love is called the Holy Spirit, the third Person of the Trinity.  So God is infinitely happy, the three Persons united in love.  No one can offer God anything that will increase his happiness.  Sometimes people think that God must be lonely up there in the heavens all by himself.  Not so.   God is the first community, a perfect community of three Persons whose essence is love.

The question is as God is infinitely happy in himself, why did God create us?  There is only one answer: love.  God has no need of us but He chose to create us to pour out his love on us in this life and in the next.  He created us to love and serve him on earth and then to share his infinite happiness for eternity in the next life.

What we must always remember is that God is love.  Love is another name for God.  God acts only out of love.   All God’s dealings with us come from love.  In today’s first reading, Moses is in the presence of God and he hears God saying: “Lord, Lord, a God of tenderness and compassion, slow to anger, rich in kindness and faithfulness”.

God’s love for us was shown even more when the human race rebelled against Him.  God could have destroyed the human race and begun again but He did not.  Instead God the Son became man, became one of us and died for us on Calvary.  The Father raised him from the dead and promised that we too would share in the Resurrection and in the new life of the risen Lord.  After the Ascension, at Pentecost, God the Holy Spirit came down on the apostles and their companions as Jesus had promised.  He is the advocate, the guide and protector of the Church until the end of time.  St Paul reminds us of the wonderful fact that each of us is the temple of the Holy Spirit.  Also, Jesus promised that if we keep his commandments, then he and the Father will dwell in us.  So the Blessed Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, are present in each of us.  When we pray to God there is no need to imagine that God is millions of miles away in heaven.  He is present within us, where He loves to be.
The love of the Trinity embraces us at every moment of our lives, especially at the bad times.  When we grieve the loss of loved ones, when the family is torn by dissension, in sickness, in loneliness, we are always held closely in God’s love.
