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The Miracle Maker
Jesus was renowned even in his own lifetime for being a worker of wonders.  Today we call these wonders – healing the sick, exorcising demons, walking on the water, and raising the dead – ‘miracles’.  But the evangelists who record these events shy away from such terminology, preferring to label them as “mighty deeds” (GK. Dynameis).  This terminology is significant; in the gospels the accounts of Jesus’ mighty deeds are not meaningless magic, but are designed to reveal Jesus’ true identity.  Within the context of Mark’s gospel, the story of Jesus calming the storm on the sea occurs as part of a larger journey narrative that sees Jesus depart from his home on a perilous expedition confronted by demons, angry crowds, and natural disasters.  Finally, when Jesus’ returns home to Nazareth, people who know him cannot comprehend his transformation.  They ask, “What is this wisdom that has been given to him that he even does miracles?”  (6:2). In Mark, Jesus is a worker of wonders; but he is no mere miracle worker.  In today’s gospel we need to remember a set of relationships known to the original audience exists that are not so obvious to us.  On the immediate level of the story of Jesus calming the sea, the sea is the Sea of Galilee.  On a deeper level, the term also refers to the archetypical primal sea, the deep from which God first brought forth creation (Gen 1:2,6-8).  In biblical tradition it was God alone whom the seas obeyed (Job 38:8-11; Ps 65:5-8; 89:8-9).  In Exodus, YHWH parts the waters of the Sea to rescue Israel and fill them with awe and holy fear.  Similarly, in today’s gospel story the disciples’ terror at the prospect of drowning, and their fear that Jesus did “not care that (they were) perishing”  (Mk 4:38), is transformed into awe when Jesus becalms the sea.  The disciples’ astonishment is understandable.  The psalmists remind us, only God “rules the raging of the sea; when its waves rise, (God) stills them” (Ps 89:9; cf. 65:7; 107:23-32).  So the conclusion one must draw from Jesus power over the tempest is unavoidable – Jesus must be the Son of God (cf.Mk 1:1;15:39).

In Mark, the disciples never make this connection.  Like Jesus’ neighbours and kin at Nazareth, the disciples fail to comprehend the true meaning of Jesus’ actions.  It is not until Jesus dies on the cross that his divinity becomes apparent and only initially to a pagan Roman centurion (MK 15:39).  The message of Mark’s gospel is that one should not put one’s faith in miracles or mighty deeds, but in the person of Jesus who so cared for us that he died on the cross.  Ref: For Jewish people YHWH is the most holy name of God, as written in the ancient Hebrew language.
