	Deal with Crosses
Whether in the parish, the school or at work and even in the family, we all have to put up with 
difficult situations.  People can be difficult; they don’t turn up to meetings, or if they do they talk too much and try to take control – or they opt out and are never available when needed.  It is all very painful when so much good time is wasted, and so much of your own time when you could be doing something useful.  It takes so much time and energy to humour or put up with these difficult situations – and difficult people.

A good friend of mine was complaining about her workplace situation.  But when I asked her why she bothered, to my surprise she quoted the words of Jesus from today’s gospel, that the followers of Jesus must take up the cross every day.  She regarded her situation as a cross that she was meant to carry.
“Carrying our cross” is an expression well-known to generations of Catholics.  We know that suffering is an inevitable part of life, but we draw on the words and example of Jesus to help us accept suffering and find some meaning in it.  We carry our cross by accepting things like ill-health, a difficult marriage, the behaviour of our adult children and an unhappy workplace.  Carrying our cross will make us better, more patient or more compassionate people, and will ultimately help us get to heaven.  All this is true, but how do we really know what our cross is?
Let us return to the friend I just mentioned.  She had decided that for her, carrying the cross meant putting up with a colleague’s  behaviour at work – everyone was humouring him and pretending he was doing a good job when he wasn’t.  But it became clear that she had not spoken to him because he was afraid to upset him and causing more trouble.  She also realised that her own tight-lipped suffering – and that of others – was not really carrying the cross, but a cop out.  She started to see that for her, carrying the cross meant being prepared to speak to the man concerned.  It meant taking a risk, overcoming her fear and speaking honestly.  Doing so would involve some pain and suffering; but if successful it would lead to a better relationship with the person concerned, less frustration for her and a better environment for all in the office.  “Carrying our cross” is an important part of our faith journey.  It is not meant to provide us with an escape from difficult situations and decisions, but to inspire us to face them and deal with them, as my friend started to realise.  We need to ask God to give us the wisdom to understand what “carrying the cross” really means in the different circumstances of our lives.  When I next met her, she said she had a good talk with her colleague – and things were now a lot better.
