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 Love Thy Neighbour 
A flight from Johannesburg to London was preparing for departure.  The cabin crew were doing their final checks and settling people in readiness for the long haul flight.  A middle aged white woman found herself sitting next to a black man.  She pressed her ‘crew call button’ and waited for someone to come.

“Hello madam, how can I help you,” asked the attendant politely.

“Isn’t it obvious,” the woman barked.  Look at who I have to sit next to.  I can’t possibly sit next to this disgusting man.  Find me another seat!”

The attendant asked the woman to remain calm.  She explained that the flight was very full but promised to check if there were any other seats available.  The woman muttered away under her breath and turned up her nose at the bumbfounded man beside her.  Shocked, many of the surrounding passengers couldn’t believe their ears.

Eventually, the attendant returned and said to the lady, “Good news.”  With a smug look of self-satisfaction, the lady grinned at all those around her.  The attendant explained that because of the full flight there were no other spare seats in economy class.  Business class was also full.  However, there was a spare seat in first class and given the circumstances; the captain had granted special permission for an upgrade.

The attendant then turned to the man and said, “Sir, if you would like to collect your belongings, your seat in first class is waiting for you!  Please follow me.”

With the applause of surrounding passengers, the man got up from his seat, smiled graciously and walked to the front of the plane.  Today we are invited to reflect on the question: ‘What does it mean to be a neighbour?’  The woman certainly wasn’t a neighbour to her fellow passenger!  In the gospel it is the unlikely Samartian who is moved with compassion and reaches out to help the injured man on the side of the road, rather than the priest or Levite.  A neighbour is someone who shows compassion to another in need – irrespective of who the helper or the person in need may be.  Being a true neighbour means looking beyond race, nationality, occupation, gender, skin colour, and personality and reaching out with love and compassion to a brother or sister or ‘enemy’ in need.  In the end Jesus tells the lawyer to go and be a neighbour.  In other words, as disciples we have no option but to do what the Samaritan did.  The story and the parable challenge us to think deeply about the kind of person and neighbour I am.  Let’s all be good neighbours!
