	The Real Thomas
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Do you recall this moving scene from The Return of the King, the third and final book from Catholic author JR Tolkien’s The Lord of the Rings?  The unlikely heroes, Frodo and Sam, after accomplishing their seemingly impossible mission to destroy the “ring of power” in the heart of the volcanic mountain, are sitting on a rock surrounded by rising lava.  Too tired to move, they reach a point of peaceful reconciliation with their imminent death.  I won’t spoil the story for you if you have not read it (or seen the movie) but it turns out that this “end of all things,” as Frodo says to Sam, is really a new beginning.  And what mattered to the hobbits at that moment was the most important thing all along, their friendship.  At the real end of all things, when the destiny of the world and every one of us is realised, do you know what will matter?  When every voice that ever uttered words will be silenced, when the actions of every person will be stilled – when God says “Enough!”, do you know what will remain?  This is not an easy thing to contemplate; we can hardly imagine it.  But even so, our Catholic faith takes it starting point from this end and this destiny, this still point of silence when God will finally bring everything to its end. 

This is the point when everything that ever was will be seen for what it really is.  Can you imagine such a moment?  On the one hand, all the injustice that the world has ever known, all the wrong and hurt and all the overwhelming suffering, every evil power and all of the chaos caused by wars, all the division and destruction will be called exactly what it is.  These things will be judged so clearly and so thoroughly that no question will remain, no outstanding wrong will be left waiting to be answered.  Death will be, finally, dead – stripped of its power and eternally banished from before God’s sight.

On the other hand, whatever good there is in our world, whatever beautiful thing every moment of true humanity, any act of self-sacrifice or of long-suffering gentleness, every single act of love that ever was or will be judged precisely for what it is.  What is good and life giving will finally and forever be truly, fully alive – as it was always meant to be.  In the end, all these things will be seen in the light of God and judged “good.”  And these things therefore will remain in the New Beginning, the “world without end, amen,” as we say.  You and I will rejoice to see that day.  In today’s Gospel, Jesus claims, “All things have been delivered to me by my Father” (Matt 11:27).  Jesus is the focus of God’s action, that point of concentration for the whole of creation.  He is the way through which every grain of sand in the hourglass must pass.  What we see now through our faith is that single point of convergence; what we will know and enjoy then, when everything is renewed – is how everything is renewed in Christ, and how everything that really matters today will be kept for us.

Our financial contribution and prayers are needed to help the Rwandan people build new churches as well as for them to be offered counselling and healing classes with scripture teachings to help communities continue to forgive and unite.
