	Who do you think you are?
As human beings we have a natural desire to know who we are and where we come from.
Nowadays this interest has even given rise to a popular television series, entitled: Who do you think you are?   Celebrities are filmed, tracing their ancestry down through the years.  Sometimes they are surprised and delighted with what they uncover.  At other times they are clearly disturbed and distressed when they realise how their forebears behaved or what they had to suffer.

And of course with the availability of so many records on the Internet, it is easier for all of us to engage in similar searches if we so desire.

As Christians we are all part of the great unfolding story of God’s people from the time of Abraham.  We see in the Scriptures constant reminders of our ancestry.  A common thread runs through the story – the faith of those whom God chose to ensure that his purposes would be fulfilled.  This weekend, in the extracts from the book of Wisdom and the letter to the Hebrews, we hear that message proclaimed.  And then in Luke’s Gospel, Jesus offers us a yardstick to help us judge the sincerity of our faith:  “Where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.”

When Jesus challenges us in this way we might feel uneasy, reflecting on how often we hedge our bets and keep a few treasures laid by for a rainy day.  But we should take heart and remember the whole story.  Faith is God’s gift; and God remains faithful in constantly renewing the offer, even if we do not always respond promptly or wholeheartedly.
You have only to think of Sarah, who features as a woman for great faith.  In the first instance she laughed in the face of God when she learnt that in her old age she was to conceive a son.  Hence the son who was eventually born to her was called Isaac (which means laughter!).

Then Peter asks the Lord for whom his parable was intended – about masters returning unannounced or the burglar’s unexpected invasion of our house.  Jesus gives a roundabout answer, explaining that the more faith God has put in us, the more God will expect in return.
But again it would be better for us to see this more as a word of encouragement than a threat.  After all we know how much was entrusted to Peter and we see how long it took him finally to let go and entrust himself entirely to the Lord.

Both Luke and Matthew give us Jesus’ personal ancestry in their genealogies.  If you research some of the names in the lists, you will be reminded of how God can eventually redeem everything and everyone.  Perhaps our best response today is to have an honest look at what treasures we have hidden away, especially in the secret recesses of our hearts.  If you know that some of them are hindering your free and faithful following of the Lord, pray for the courage to let them go; and then enjoy the freedom that follows.
