	Every Opportunity
The story of God’s faithful love comes to us in the Scripture readings today in a way that is hard and unsettling.  We read of Jesus’ longing for the purifying fire he has come to bring upon the earth.  It comes from that critical time that would lead to his death and resurrection.  But his words have a bearing on our present situation.  The challenge to honesty and justice provokes division in political and business circles.

As Jesus’ disciples, each of us is called to be a prophet like Jeremiah.  It’s not an easy role.  But it can turn out to have enduring significance when connected with the mundane realities.

Take this recent family experience:
A certain woman’s language was careful when her kids were little.   But as they grew up through the teenage years, she had picked up the habit of swearing.  Now, as a grandmother, she lives out her single-minded commitment to her faith, through thick and thin.  She is conscious of the witness she can give to adult offspring and the grandchildren.  However, one day when her son was ill, and she went over to help out, she was surprised to discover the boot was on the other foot.

The children were occupied in the lounge while she worked in another room.  Grandmother bumped her shin and cried out…and  a voice called, “Granny, you mustn’t use God’s name!”  The next time, Granny slipped, she let fly a swear word.  “Don’t swear Granny!” the voice came again. Unfortunately, shortly after, another little accident occasioned a third expletive.  “Granny”, came the rebuke, “that was a really bad word!”  This time, Granny confronted the young one and asked, “Who told you this?”  “Mum did,” said the child.  “Well,” retorted Granny, “She’s not my mum, so it’s my own business whether I swear or not.”  As the grandmother went on with her work, she pondered the possible effects of her words.  Contritely, she returned and sat with her grandchild, reassuring him he and his mother were in the right, and that she intended to take his words to heart.  Indeed, she agreed to turn it into a worthwhile project they could do together.

Such a small altercation may very well have developed into a root of division; instead it turned out to be the seed of a deeper, better relationship.  In the Gospel of Luke, we find Jesus’ words in the overall context of God’s universal love and forgiveness.  It is the very Word of Scripture that makes us aware of the extraordinary reality of our everyday lives overflowing with redemptive moments.

We can recognise this graced movement when, like the Psalmist, we find “a new song of praise” bubbling up, or a sense of renewed perseverance such as the author of Hebrews describes.
We unearth a great treasure when we discover that not only the big endeavours but also every little family story such as the one above is profoundly embedded in the saving action of Christ.
