	Bread of Life 
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Recent newspapers articles reported about the issues that would arise if people lived to the age of 150, given that the average life expectancy in Australia is steadily increasing.  How we long to live long lives, indeed to live forever!  But the death of family members, friends or celebrities confronts us with the grim reality of our mortality.  We grieve especially deeply when a life is cut short.  We don’t want the people we love to die; we ourselves don’t want to die.  Deep in our psyches is the almost irrepressible urge for self-preservation and the longing for everlasting life and love.  Perhaps it is that longing which has prompted a growing interest in reincarnation.  A number of surveys of people’s beliefs in the USA, UK and Australia show that a significant proportion now believe in reincarnation.  The Christian faith has never subscribed to and indeed firmly rejects reincarnation.  We as Christians believe in the resurrection.  Resurrection is a very different matter – and far more wonderful- than reincarnation.  Resurrection does not mean we come back to life in this world to live again, and to suffer and die again in this valley of tears.  Resurrection means we continue to live-indeed to enjoy the fullness of life – as ourselves, in the world beyond this one.  It is a world that is free of suffering and death, a world of blissful happiness in companionship with God and with the communion of saints who have gone before us.  When we say ‘after-life’, we mean precisely ‘life after death’.  As the preface for the mass for the dead has it, life is changed, not ended.  This firm Christian faith in Jesus’ resurrection is grounded in the testimony of the early disciples that Jesus truly rose from the dead and ascended into heaven.  It is this faith in his resurrection that is the source of our hope and confidence in our own resurrection.  In today’s gospel Jesus speaks to the disciples of the eternal life that is promised to all of us.  “I tell you solemnly, everybody who believes has eternal life.”  Not only does Jesus promise eternal life, he promises nourishment for us on our journey.  “I am the bread of life, come down from heaven.  Anyone who eats this bread will live forever.”  We as Christians are a Eucharistic people.  We come to the Eucharist, warts and all, far from perfect, often bruised from the battles and the sufferings we endure.  For, as Pope Francis assures us, “The Eucharist…is not a prize for the perfect but a powerful medicine and nourishment for the weak” (Pope Francis, Evangelii Gaudium#47).  Let us come then, at today’s mass and indeed at every mass, with gratitude and confidence to receive the Eucharist and to be nourished for our life’s journey.
