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Shame or Forgiveness?
We know the story of the prodigal son so well.  We know about the son leaving home with is share of the inheritance, how he wastes it all on loose living, how he comes to his senses, how he comes home, asks to be forgiven, and is accepted back by his father.  We can imagine how his father hoped and waited for him to come back.  When we think of the father, we might think of someone like our own fathers, and how they would wait and hope.  Maybe we picture such a father out on the front verandah every night, looking down the street, hoping to see his son coming back home.  We might imagine a father who expresses his feelings openly.  He has cried tears of grief during his son’s absence, and now he hugs him and cries tears of joy.  Or, maybe this father is one who does not show his feelings easily.  He welcomes his son back with a handshake and few words; but the rest of the family know that, deep down, this father is bursting with joy because his son has at last come home.  However we imagine the father’s character, we rightly think he reflects God’s love and forgiveness in this story.  But so far, we have only scratched the surface of the story and what it means.  At the time of Jesus, fathers behaved very differently to now.  They were not out playing cricket with the kids in the backyard or at the beach.  The typical father at the time of Jesus was a remote and rather stern figure, who presided over an extended family.  He lived in a society in which honour and shame were the dominant values.  The greatest wrong that anyone could do was to bring shame on the family.  It is not unknown that in such societies, one family member might be murdered by another because of the shame he or she brought on the family.  And so, when this son asked for a share of the inheritance, it was like saying that he wished his father were dead.  And when the son went off and left the family, he did not leave behind a father who was heartbroken and who would then wait patiently for the son’s return.  On the contrary, he left behind a father who was furiously angry and humiliated by his son’s behaviour.  People in the village would have known what had happened, and they would have talked: what sort of father was he?  How could he have fathered a son as bad as that?  This kind of father would not want to see that son again.  The father – and his older son – would always carry with them a great sense of shame and humiliation for what the younger one had done.  When Jesus told the story of the prodigal son, and how the father had behaved, his audience would have been dumbfounded.  They could not have imagined a father behaving like the one in the story. “No way,” they would have said, “for a father to behave like that is just impossible. It’s absurd!”  And that is precisely the point of the story.  God’s love and forgiveness are totally beyond comprehension – beyond that of even the most loving human father we have known or could imagine.
