	A new way of being human
November 27, 2002 is a date etched into the awareness of Daryn and Mia.  From that day, their lives will never be the same.  On that afternoon Mia had gone for a walk along the beach with her girlfriends.   Daryn meanwhile continued surfing with his mates.  There was an accident and Daryn was knocked-out after calliding with another surfer’s board.  When Mia returned to the spot, he was lying on the wet sand bleeding from the head and not responding.  The ambulance officers finally brought him around before racing him to the hospital emergency.  He was lucky to be alive.
At that point Mia and Daryn had been living together for nearly four years.  They both held down high-paying jobs, and they partied hard at the weekends.  Their lives were caught up in a good deal of superficiality.  In this respect, they were not unlike many of their peers.  They admit they lived in a world that seemed to make sense to them at the time, but not any longer.  Sometime later, while walking along the same beach, Daryn proposed to Mia.  Six months on they married in their parish church, and desiring children, three soon followed – Lily, Sophia and Lucas.  This couple still enjoy their careers, he as an architect and she as a musician.  Like many people they are commuters most days, juggling commitments around their children and children around commitments.  But they are aware they now live in a world that contrasts with those early days before things became clearer to them.  They see, feel and pray life differently now.  They are the kind of Christians that the late 20th century Jesuit theologian, Karl Rahner, might have had in mind when he said: “The Christian of the future will be a mystic or not exist at all”.  Though they would never use the word of themselves, Daryn and Mia are mystics.  They now touch a deeper reality in life and have found a new way of being human.  St. Paul might have said that they were living in ‘the new creation’.  Jesus would likely have seen them as living with awareness of ‘the kingdom of God.’  Though living more deeply, this couple didn’t become fanatical about anything, nor did they join a special group or program.  They regularly participate in Mass at their local parish.  They live a full, simple and happy family life.  They mix with friends and colleagues.  But the superficiality of the old days has gone.  So has the consumerism.  They enjoy an inner freedom they used not know.  They are encouraged in everything they do by the deep gratefulness they feel for life, faith, and for each other; for their children, and indeed for everything around them.  They experience God’s closeness because they see themselves and all humanity as being in God.  They understand better now what Holy Communion means.  Because of that they have found ways to share their talents with the needy.  The prophet Amos, 800 years before Jesus, dreamt of people like Mia and Daryn making a better, more equitable world.   And 50 years after Jesus, Luke told the Church a story about how persons who follow Christ single-heartedly find a new way of being human.
