	God wills your good
A well-respected mother in my parish once told me a story.  She was playing ball with her oldest son, Charles, in the driveway of their home on a sunny afternoon about four years ago.  He was aged five at the time.  Her phone rang suddenly and she ran inside.  Gone for a moment, when she came back through the doorway she dropped the phone in horror, her son was chasing the ball toward the street.
“It was like slow motion,” she said.  “I saw the red ball bouncing along with Charles a few feet behind, arms outstretched, running as fast as he could.  In the street, a big truck was barreling along.”  The mother paused, her face betraying old motions.  “I could see that Charles was only a few steps from the edge of the driveway and his ball had already bounced onto the road.  “I felt helpless.  I was in the doorway, frozen in terror.  And Charles was a moment away from being run over.  I heard a voice my own, scream, ‘Charles stop!” Pausing, she said, “Charles froze in place as if struck by lightning.  His ball bounced under the truck.  And the truck never slowed down.”  I asked the mother why Charles stopped so suddenly and she said her son was being obedient.  “I taught Charles to stop pulling his sister’s hair.  I taught Charles to stay in his bed after lights out.  I taught Charles to put down his toy and come to dinner when I called him.  Charles learned to heed my voice.  My persistent discipline with the small things saved Charles’ life that day.”  A good parent disciplines their children; a good God disciplines his children too.  A good mother and father are concerned their children learn to obey them; a good God is deeply concerned with this too.  Why? Because the welfare, the happiness, the good of the children are at the center of their thoughts.

Love wants the good of the other for the other’s own sake, say theologians.  In the Creator’s mind, the good of the world is tied to justice, peace, generosity, humility, patience, joy and love.  The world is intended to be a place where virtue reigns, where people can be happy and free, and without fear and pain. But the world is not that kind of place.  The good God, the God of love, cannot simply let this stand.  So, God sends prophets to remind his people of God’s vision for the world.  And he ultimately sends his Son.  The voice of the Son – especially when he speaks of justice and judgment – is the voice of God’s love.  Listen to his voice!  It is the voice of one who wills your good above all else.
