	Care and Concern
Nirmali is very poor.  She lives in a small dwelling in a slum area near our parish in Sri Lanka.  She always has a smile on her face and comes to talk to me and hold my hand.

The other day after Mass, Nirmali came, not with her usual smile, but in deep distress.  She told me how her youngest son, in his thirties, had just died.  She was heart-broken.  She needed someone to listen and care for her. 

During our conversation, we were interrupted by another parishioner.  The man said to Nirmali “be quiet and stop bothering Father because I have something more important to tell him!”  It was as if Nirmali didn’t exist and had no value as a person, maybe because of her address or bank balance.  There was a presumption that Nirmali couldn’t possibly have something important to talk about.

I turned to the man and said, “I’m sorry, but at the moment, I’m talking to Nirmali and she is distressed.  If you would like to wait for me, I’d be happy to speak with you when Nirmali and I have finished our conversation.”  The man gave me a look of utter disbelief and walked off.

Nirmali grabbed hold of my hand and said, “Thank you Father for the way you just honoured me and showed me great respect as a human person, despite what I look like and where I come from.”

Like Nirmali, the blind beggar Bartimaeus, whom we meet in today’s gospel is also told to be quiet.  Sitting beside the road, and hearing all the noise and commotion of Jesus passing by, he begins to call out, “Son of David, Jesus have pity on me!”  But the people around him don’t want him disturbing an important person like Jesus.  After all, Bartimaeus is only a poor beggar; he has no real value.  But Bartimaeus won’t be silenced.  He’s desperate to get Jesus’ attention and will do anything to break through the barrier and get access to Jesus.  He calls out even more loudly, “Son of David, have pity on me!”  Jesus calls for Bartimaeus.  Those who had previously stopped him and told him to be quiet now call him and give him encouragement.  With no presumption, with great respect for his humanity and with tender concern, Jesus asks, “What do `you want me to do for you?”  Bartimaeus simply says, “Master, let me see again.”  Bartimaeus is asking for more than physical sight.  He also seeks the sight that enables one to see the true value and meaning of life; to see the presence of God in his life.
The stories of Bartimaeus and Nirmali help us to ‘see’ that every person is of immense value to God, that all of us are equal in God’s sight and that God’s love and grace does not discriminate.  May this be the pattern for the way we live our lives, reaching out with care and concern, recognising God’s presence in all people.
