	Infinite Love
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The whole world is like a grain of dust or a drop of dew falling on the ground.  This striking simile in the first reading is from the Book of Wisdom. This book, from the first or second century BCE, shows a familiarity with ancient Greek science.  The author brings out the limitless grandeur of God in comparison with our relatively small universe.
Contemporary science can tell us more about the universe.  The universe that scientists can observe at present is about 91 billion light years in diameter.  Light travels at 300,000 kilomteres per second.  A light-year is the distance light travels in one year.  One light year is about 9.5 trillion kilometers.  Multiply that by 91 billion and you have the size of the observable universe.

The actual size of the whole universe is not known and may be infinite.  But even if the universe is infinite, such material infinity cannot be compared with the spiritual infinity of God. If you look up at the sky on a cloudless night you can see stars and planets.  But beyond what we can see in the sky is a vast space, an immensity which opens our minds to the limitless reality of God.
The comparison between the relatively tiny universe and the immensity of God is intended by the author to express the limitless love and mercy of God which sustains everything in being.  This is the basis in Christian faith for our concern for the environment and care for animals.  The second reading is from the second letter of St Paul to the Thessalonians.  This turns our attention to the saving action of God in history.  

The early Christians, including St Paul himself, thought the end of the world would come soon.  They were not fearful: they looked forward to it as the coming of our Lord Jesus, who would gather them all around him.  Paul, however, warns them not to start believing that this has happened already.  Some in the community who had this attitude had given up working and were taking it easy.  History has not yet come to an end.  There is still a need to work and there is still a need to work out our salvation.

How this is to be done is exemplified in the gospel reading.  Zacchaeus was a senior tax gatherer and ethically compromised.  However, he desperately wants to meet Jesus and climbs a tree to see him.  Jesus responds and comes to stay with him.  This is not the coming of the Lord on the last day, but is a day of salvation for Zacchaeus.  As Jesus declares, “Today, salvation has come to this house.”  Zacchaeus responds to Jesus, promising to give half his wealth to the poor and to repay anything he may have taken unjustly.  Salvation calls for acts of love and justice.
