	Measure of forgiveness
Friendship is one of the great pleasures in life.  How good it is to spend time with friends, to share life’s journey and learnings, to lend a helping hand when it is needed, and to nurture one’s friendships with thoughtful and loving actions and gifts as tokens of our affection.
It is so nice and so easy to be kind and generous to those who like us and treat us in that same way.  While it is not always easy to forgive injuries and wrong doings, we can stretch to forgiving our friends, and to make a new start in our friendship, if needs be. 
It’s a totally different situation in regard to those who don’t like us or care about us, who have badly mistreated or hurt us or those we care about, let alone those who show animosity towards us and maybe even wish us harm.
Jesus hits home on this very issue in today’s gospel and sets a tough bar before us.  What merit is there in being kind to those who are kind to us, he asks!  There is nothing particularly Christian about that.  Everyone does that.  But to be generous and forgiving and even merciful to our enemies, now that is hard!
It is indeed a tough call.  But Jesus’ words are very clear:  “To you who hear I say, love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you, pray for those who mistreat you … and lend expecting nothing back.”

Notice that Jesus teaches us not only to do good, but also to pray for those who mistreat us.
Prayer is a very important and powerful element in our dealing with those who have injured us.  Firstly, it is good to pray for the healing of our hurt and injuries, but also for the healing of our painful memories.  It is good to pray to be able to let those pain points in our lives become growth points for our maturing in wisdom and grace.

Secondly, Jesus calls us to pray for those who have caused hurt and injury.  This doesn’t mean that we in any way condone their wrong and hurtful actions or that we don’t call out injustice and work for justice and proper redress for their victims.  Indeed, just as Jesus did not hesitate to call out injustice and hypocrisy when he saw it, neither should we.

But here is the measure of our lives as followers of Jesus: we are called to do to others as we would have them do to us.  It is a simple – and as difficult – as that.  But do to ALL others as you would have them do to you, even when they don’t do likewise!

And why is this good news, hard though it is?  Jesus assures us:  “Your reward will be great … For the measure with which you measure will in return be measured out to you.”
