	Agents of Hope
Prophets of doom abound in our popular culture.  Many recent movies have drawn on apocalyptic themes by using ancient predictions of the world’s doom and destruction.  In his day, Jesus may also have been viewed by many as a prophet of the last times.

Indeed, the coming kingdom or reign of God (Gk. basilea tou theou) figures prominently in Jesus’ teaching.  References to the “kingdom of God” or the “reign of heaven” appear 114 times in the four Gospels.  According to our earliest Gospel, Mark, Jesus began his mission by proclaiming, “The time has come; the reign of God is near; repent and believe in the good news” (Mk 1:15: cf. 3:24:4:11, 26,30).  Later in chapter 13, from which today’s Gospel is drawn, Jesus speaks of the last days and the coming of the Son of Man on the clouds of heaven (Mk 13:24-37).  Unlike our modern-day prophets of doom, however, Jesus declares that no one, “neither the angels in heaven, nor the Son know the day or the hour” when the present world order will come to an end (Mk 13:32).
In Jesus’ preaching, the phrase, “the kingdom of God”, evokes a vision of a future directly ruled by God upon earth.  It was not, as is often thought today, a vision of a final judgement and a heavenly spiritual realm, or even life after death.  In fact, Jesus’ predictions did not necessarily imply the end of the world.  For Jesus and his first followers, the coming kingdom of God was envisaged as an historical event.  It was to be preceded by widespread conversion.  There would be a general resurrection of the dead, and a return of the Son of the Man in glory.  In the mind of Jesus, the coming reign of God would occur as an overturning of the present world order.  A new relationship between God and creation would result.  It would be a time of “rebirth” and “regeneration”.  Things would be different: “the first will be last and the last first” (Mk 10:31; Matt 19:30).  And those who will be called great in God’s reign will be those who serve (Matt 20:26-27).  Jesus taught that this reign of God was both a future event and also a present state of affairs, being brought about through his ministry and that of his followers.
In Luke’s Gospel (17:20-21), Jesus goes so far as to say “The Kingdom of God does not come with observation; nor will they say, ‘See here!’ or ‘See there!’  Indeed, the kingdom of God is among (Gk.entos) you”.  And so in today’s Gospel, we find Jesus disclaiming any knowledge about future dates and times.  He is telling us it is futile to speculate when the end would happen and when the Son of Man would return.

We cannot simply passively wait for the coming of God’s reign and the dawning of this new world order.  We must work actively to bring that new Kingdom to fulfilment.  Like Jesus, we are not called to be prophets of doom, but rather agents of hope.  We are called to hasten the coming of the Kingdom by bringing healing, justice and charity to the people “among” whom we live.
