	Joy and Sorrow
The singer-songwriter who survived cancer, married, became a father against all odds, and overcame a stutter went on to win this year’s   Australia’s Got Talent.  Nearly three million people tuned into celebrate the story of his remarkable success.  The words and music of this artist’s song emerged from his personal struggle and suffering. His story touches the hearts of all.
The linking of joy and sorrow is central to the divine Word’s entry into human history.  The Christmas celebration of his birth amongst us brings together human hope and God’s promise in a striking way.  It has the power to change and transform us.  Once again we are called to open ourselves to this grace.  The Psalmist exults God our faithful teacher.  In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus emphasises our need to be alert in the midst of the calamities and wonders that occur before Christ’s return.  The message is relevent for our quality of life as we strive to handle its ups and downs.

Sorrow accompanies the joy of Christ’s birth.  Sorrow is part and parcel of our personal journey of faith.  It is part our wider vocation to be the Church.  Vatican II’s GaudiumetSpesteaches, “The joys and the hopes, the griefs and anxieties of the followers of Christ.”  
Speaking for myself, I felt moved by the London Olympic lighting of leaf and cauldron, especially when the world’s athletes  and onlookers united in song with Paul McCartney.  I was moved to tears.  The whole thing was an expression of hope.  It signified the presence of the mysterious Other in our world.  Nothing can prepare us for the glory of God that awaits us in the beatific vision; or the joy of possessing God in union with the angels and saints.  The fruits of the human imagination such as the Olympic symbol or Reuben’s painting of the Madonna and Child can hint at it.  Similarly an experience of deep prayer offers its own precious witness.  Human life is risky.  Today’s readings encourage us to accept whatever comes and learn from our divine Teacher.  We are also heartened from those who have risked and won.  In the Fourth century, St Chrysostom told us, “Our purest and noblest joys are transformed sorrow.”  Likewise St Augustine considered that, “Everywhere a greater joy is preceded by a greater suffering.”  In the Nineteenth century, the Russian writer, Dostoyevsky, wrote, “The darker the night, the brighter the stars, the deeper the grief, the closer is God!”   In 1923, the poet Kahlil Gibran has “The Prophet” say, “The deeper that sorrow carves into you being, the more joy it can contain”.
Whatever our circumstances, as we enter Advent let us be awake to the great mystery of the Incarnation, the gift of divine love.

	ADVENT A TIME OF GRACE

The Advent period is concerned with ‘WAITING’ for the coming of the Christ Child. Advent is the beginning of the Church’s liturgical year. A recurring theme in the gospels of Advent is looking toward the end times. Today begins the cycle of readings for Year C in the lectionary. This means that most of the gospel readings are taken from the Gospel of Saint Luke. The Advent Wreath is one way of preparing for the coming of the Christ child. The circle of greenery is a symbol of God’s love without beginning or end, while the candles represent the four weeks of preparation time. One candle is lit each Sunday during Advent. Perhaps in a Year of Grace, Advent presents an opportunity for us –a holy pause- at a busy time of the year, when we can reflect on the many graces God offers in our lives as we prepare for the greatest mystery: -God breaking into the world and gracing it with the birth of a tiny baby: Jesus Christ our Lord and Saviour-
