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Trusting Providence
“Listen, my boy, you can’t run with the hare and hunt with the hounds.”  A dad tells his teenage son that it is not possible to hold contrasting options.  One way must be chosen.  The other rejected.  It is sage advice.
Jesus offers similar advice to us his disciples.  He tells us we can only serve one master: God or mammon (i.e. riches, wealth).  We can’t serve both.  One must take precedence.  A choice is to be made.  Though the choice is a ‘no-brainer’, often it is not.  We aspire to do well and lead a comfortable life.  These aspirations can interfere with our judgement.  Our culture highly values secure shelter, adequate food and drink and trendy clothing.  It tempts us to aspire to an excess of these necessary commodities, to aspire to palatial homes, gourmet meals, top-shelf drinks and designer clothing.  These materialist aspirations come at a cost – a high degree of anxiety.  The more we have, the more we risk losing.  We worry about many things: job security, the stock market and the state of the economy.  We stress out.  We anticipate the worst.  Anxiety pins us to present turmoil and blots out the expectations of a prosperous future.  The Gospel seems flippant in addressing this anxiety.  It says, “Don’t worry.  Be happy.”  Look around you.   Notice nature.  Sparrows get fed without maxing out a credit card.  For all this wealth, Bill Gates can’t cheat death.  Top model Megan Gale is no better attired than a lily in bloom.  Sparrows and lilies are not prone to anxiety.  God cares for them.  God cares for you, his sons and daughters, with infinitely more solicitude than his tender care for a sparrow or a lily.  Jesus asks of us a childlike abandonment to God’s providence.  Providence is a measureless gift.  It bestows being and existence; upholds and sustains all life; cares for both the great and the small; it discerns our every need, expecting us to trust in God’s loving care.  Trust in God’s providence does not exclude the need to work; to own property; to have material goods.  Even sparrows must forage for food.  Lilies draw nutrients from the soil.  We too must labour for our daily needs; but we must not make the accumulation of material goods our major concern in life.  Jonathan Swift puts it well, “A wise man will have money in his head but not in his heart.”  No, our hearts are made for God.  An anxious pursuit of material things indicates a lack of faith.  Faith asks us to believe and trust in a loving, indulgent and generous God who cares for all his creatures.  This includes you – God’s own child, a recipient of God’s love and largesse.  Why not trust such a loving and generous heavenly Father?  
Trust in God’s providence means abandoning anxieties and excessive concern about material welfare.  It means applying our efforts to extend God’s care to all and sundry; to obtain a fair go for victims of circumstance and oppression.

Worry less about security personal security.  That security is already in the hands of a provident God.
