	Love Recognised
Travelling in a taxi I learnt from the Muslim driver something important about my faith.  As a father of five, he shared with me challenges of parenthood.  He described how essential to him was the freedom that comes from honesty.  It was the basis, he explained, of the trust that he shared with his wife and children.  Although he would have liked to return to his beautiful homeland of Jordan where he owned property, he and his wife could never disappoint their children who had made a home in Australia.
Besides my driver’s courage, what especially impressed me was his description of his community work.  On discovering a need for tuition for high-school students who couldn’t afford recourse to professionals, he offered to help.

The help he had received himself inspired him to do likewise: when he and his wife migrated to Australia, a woman visited regularly to help his wife with her English.  He was deeply grateful for this assistance so cheerfully given; but he was most profoundly moved because it was purely a volunteer effort.  He then explained, “Australia had given us so much; I had to give in return”.  He went on to establish two community centres.  He takes two of the mathematics groups.  Though his endeavours are unpaid, he is rewarded with many friends, a number of whom have through his assistance been enabled to continue to university.
Reflecting on the busy taxi-driver’s tale, I note how, as we deal daily with the ups and downs along life’s journey, we can feel so driven as to have not time to ponder the really significant  points of our experience.  There are many examples in the gospel when one may discover oneself alongside another with an intense sense of humanity and integrity.

In the Gospel of Luke, this happens for the children as they sing “Hosanna” in the presence of Jesus.  And it happened to the “good” thief on the cross.  In these instances, there occurred the deep, undeniable human connection.  Jesus’ integrity, as Isaiah’s earlier prophecy reveals, is absolute.  And flows from the love described in the Story of the Passion.  How did the children recognise Jesus’ depth of nobility? Is it due to the humility childrenhave?   Not being “stuck” in their egos, can they intuitively grasp the good?  And the “good theif” beside Jesus on the cross?  Had his punishment pushed him past ego-centricity?

Sharing in the faith of the “good thief”, we too are embraced by the promise of Jesus, in spite of all our human failings.  And so is my taxi driver.  He was summonsed to help others by the help he received from a volunteer.

May we in our prayer and manner of life be so united with Christ as to represent God’s faithful love to others we meet each day.
