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A Generous Act
It was difficult for Jesus to get any peace.  He had cured so many sick people that word had quickly spread around the countryside.  So, when people heard he was in the neighbourhood they naturally flocked to him.  This particular day was no exception.
With his disciples by his side, Jesus climbed a hillside and sat down on the grass.  Looking up, he saw the usual large crowd gathering, hoping to see more miraculous happenings, no doubt.  As it was time for lunch, Jesus asked Philip where they could buy some bread for the gathering masses.  Philip wasn’t sure but said it would cost a fortune.  There were too many people.
Then Andrew said to Jesus. “There’s a little boy here with a few small rolls and a couple of fish.  But that’s the lot.”

“Would you like to help me feed all these people?” said Jesus, smiling at the boy.

The boy replied:  “What can I do?” “Would you give me the lunch your mother packed for you?”

The boy hesitated, then looked at Jesus and happily handed over what he had.
“Thank you,” said Jesus.

Giving thanks to His Father, Jesus then handed the loaves to the disciples who began to distribute them.  He did the same with the fish.  Meanwhile, the lad was standing goggle-eyed: No matter how often Jesus gave rolls and fish to his disciples, more would appear in his hands.  “Mum will never believe this,” the boy considered.  What if the boy had said “No”.  Jesus would not have worked that particular miracle.  Jesus wants to serve freely and not by compulsion.  After he gave his food to Jesus, the lad did nothing.  It was all up to Jesus.   So, through an act of generosity thousands of people were fed.

The boy could be a model for us.  Jesus did not ask him personally to feed all the people.  Rather, he said: “Would you like to help me?”  The only thing he asked of the boy was to hand over his food.

Jesus has called on all of us to be his ‘missionary’ disciples and to continue his work of spreading the Good News of God’s love for the world.
However, Jesus does not demand great sacrifices of us.  All he wants is for us to hand him our ‘five loaves and two fish’.  In our modern world, that could involve helping a refugee family to settle in to the Australian way of life; spending a couple of hours a week in the local school assisting children with reading difficulties; having a cup of tea and a chat with a lonely neighbour; or baby-sitting for a young mother so she can relax for several hours without having to attend to her baby’s needs.

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OUR NEW ARCHBISHOP PETER ANDREW COMENSOLI
Most Reverend Peter Andrew Comensoli was born in the Illawara Region (Wolongong) NSW on 25 March 1964, the fourth son and last child of Mick and Margaret Comensoli. Mr Mick Comensoli (Peter’s Father) was born in Val Camonica (Brescia), Italy in 1924 and emigrated to Australia as a child. Mrs Margaret Comensoli was born in Australia of Irish-German descendants. Peter Comensoli was baptised at St. John Vianney Church, Fairy Meadow, in the Diocese of Wollongong. In that same church he received the sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist and Confirmation and Holy Orders. Peter studied for priesthood in St. Patrick College, Manly and was ordained to the Priesthood for the Diocese of Wollongong on 22 May 1992. Following his ordination, Archbishop-designate Comensoli did special studies in moral theology at Alfonsiana University in Rome and at the University of St Andrews in Scotland. After serving in a number of parishes in the Diocese of Wollongong as assistant Priest and Administrator he then served as the Diocesan Chancellor for six years. On 20 April 2011 he was appointed as Auxiliary Bishop to the Archdiocese of Sydney and ordained as bishop on 8 June 2011. He also served as Apostolic Administrator to the Archdiocese of Sydney from March to November 2014. Bishop Peter was appointed Bishop of Broken Bay on 20 November 2014 and installed on 12 December 2014. On Friday 29 June 2018 Pope Francis appointed Bishop Peter Comensoli as the ninth Archbishop of Melbourne and as noticed above will be installed in St. Patrick’s Cathedral Melbourne on Wednesday 1 August 2018. Let us welcome our new Archbishop and let us pray for our New Archbishop Peter Comensoli so that we can always benefit from his kind, compassionate and spiritual leadership and guidance. As we ask the New Archbishop’s blessing we the parishioners of St. Joseph the Worker North Reservoir congratulate him and wish him well.
