    Presentation of the Lord      Year A                                                      2  February,  2014    
	My Eyes Have Seen
We can sometimes forget that Jesus, Mary and Joseph were devout and law-abiding members of the Jewish faith.  Here in the gospel for the feast of the presentation of Jesus in the Temple they are fulfilling the requirements of the law of Moses.  These parents are presenting their beloved babe to God, forty days after the child’s birth.  In so doing, they make an offering to God of a pair of turtle doves or young pigeons.
How astonished Mary and Joseph must have been to be greeted at the temple by Simeon and Anna.  These were two venerable elderly people renowned for their lives of prayer, fasting and charity.  Not everyone recognises who this babe is, let alone the significance of his arrival.  But Simeon and Anna, through their lives of holiness, are alert to the promptings of the Spirit.  They recognise without hesitation that this babe is the Messiah, the Saviour.
How much more astonished Mary and Joseph must have been by what Simeon and Anna had to say.  Simeon, on beholding the babe, utters the prayer that has become much loved in the Christian tradition (known as Nunc dimmitis, in latin meaning “now you may let go”).  Having waited patiently for the coming of the Lord, Simeon prays: “Now, Master, you may let your servant go in peace, according to your word, for my eyes have seen your salvation, which you prepared in the sight of all the peoples: a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and glory for your people Israel.”  Simeon’s prophecy that the child will be “a light for the revelation to the Gentiles” inspired the church to proclaim Christ as Light of the World, Light to all Peoples. The Liturgy celebrated the presentation of the baby Jesus in the temple as the feast of candles, Candlemas.  How greatly perplexed and deeply disturbed Mary and Joseph must have been when, after his beautiful prayer of praise and thanksgiving, Simeon then proclaims that the child will suffer and that a sword will pierce Mary’s heart.  The prophetess Anna, another devout and holy person, echoes Simeon’s words.  She testifies that the child is the One who would bring Israel’s redemption.  Desipte such ominous forebodings of the suffering that their child would endure, and of the suffering of those who would follow him, the story concludes.  However, it does not end with fear of what the future might hold.  It ends with the calm and matter-of-fact reflection that “the child grew and became strong, filled with wisdom and the favour of God was upon him.”  Just as Mary pondered all these things in her heart (Lk 2:19), we too are called to ponder these things in our hearts, to be alert to the promptings of the Spirit in our own lives, to face whatever suffering  befalls us, confident of the ever-unfolding mystery of the great love of God for each and everyone.  We too, like Simeon, can go in peace.
