	Easter Energy
Most of us can probably recall that felling of exhilaration which comes with the fulfilment of some challenging task or in the aftermath of a sporting triumph.
No matter that we are tired, we are so energised that we feel we could go on for ever.  By contrast the feeling of deflation that comes when things go wrong can lead to the exact opposite and we wonder where we will find the energy to go on.
In the aftermath of Jesus’ Passion we see both experiences described in the scriptures.  The disciples are shattered by the loss of Jesus and withdraw to a safe haven and lock the doors.  Of course the appearance of Jesus begins to transform their mood, but it is a very personal experience for each of them; and Thomas, who was not party to it, is unable to share in their renewed sense of hope.
Poor Thomas has been identified with his doubts ever since, but which of us would have reacted differently?  I always think Thomas did us a great service, effectively giving us permission to have our doubts.  The fact is that, when a week later he personally encountered Jesus, he was able to make a great act of faith.  Of course we take heart in the consoling words of Jesus: “Happy are those who have not seen and yet believe,” but the only way we can declare Jesus to be our Lord and God is when we too have encountered him, risen from the dead: and for that we will always be indebted to those first witnesses of the resurrection.  The story of those first disciples is told in the Acts of the Apostles, a document full of energy and enthusiasm. With the coming of the Holy Spirit their hopes are realised and now there is no limit to their energy as they reach out to others so that they too may encounter the living Lord Jesus.  We hear how the numbers of men and women who came to believe increased steadily.  The mission of the apostles is the Lord’s mission, to bring healing and hope to a broken world.  Everywhere they go people can witness the fulfilment of this mission and indeed they flock to the apostles to be cured and set free.  Even if we manage to grasp all this and rejoice in the marvellous experience of the early Christian communtiy, there is a temptation to think that nothing like that is possible today.  If that is our reaction then we need to hear again the words of Jesus: “Doubt no longer but believe.”  Jesus promised the disciples that he would not leave them orphans and that the Spirit would come and lead them to all truth.  That promise holds good for us too.  I still remember the enthusiasm and energy at the time of the Second Vatican Council when there was a great sense that the Spirit of God was inspiring us to face the challenges of the modern world.  It is fifty years since that Council shook the Church to its foundations. So, let the Holy Spirit re-energise you today to be a faithful witness to the resurrection and a true disciple of Jesus.

WALKING WITH INIGO ‹ THE IGNATIAN CAMINO
In September 2013 a team from Campion ‹Fr Michael Smith SJ and Mrs Helen Lucas ‹ will guide a group of pilgrims who will walk the 640 km pilgrim route taken by Saint Ignatius of Loyola in 1522 from his home in Spain¹s Basque country to Montserrat and Manresa. The ³Camino Ignaciano,² or the ³Ignatian way² begins at the birthplace of Ignatius Loyola in Spain¹s Basque country, in a village near the small town of Azpeitia. From there, the route proceeds through picturesque mountains, deserts, and plains, before ending in the town of Manresa near Barcelona. Ignatius rested in this town for some months after his journey from Loyola. Manresa was a place of profound spiritual enlightenment for him. Here he composed his spiritual masterpiece, the Spiritual Exercises. Pilgrims will walk virtually the same route that Ignatius did, pass through many towns that he did, pray at churches where he did, and marvel at the same natural wonders that he saw.

	POPE FRANCIS AND THE YEAR OF FAITH

The following is a little part of Pope Francis’ address to Religious Leaders, on Wednesday 20th March 2013.

“I begin my Apostolic Ministry in this year during which my venerable Predecessor, Benedict XVI, with true inspiration, proclaimed the Year of Faith for the Catholic Church. With this initiative, that I wish to continue and which I hope will be an inspiration for every one’s journey of faith, he wished to mark the 50th anniversary of the Second Vatican Council, thus proposing a sort of pilgrimage towards what for every Christian represents the essential: the personal and transforming relationship with Jesus Christ, Son of God, who died and rose for our salvation. This effort to proclaim this eternal treasure of faith to the people of our time lies at the heart of the Council’s message.

Together with you I cannot forget how much the council has meaning for the ecumenical journey. I like to remember the words that Blessed John XXIII, of whom we will soon mark 50 years since his death, when he gave his memorable inauguration speech: ‘The Catholic Church therefore considers it her duty to work actively so that there may be fulfilled the great mystery of that unity, which Christ Jesus invoked with fervent prayer from His heavenly Father on the eve of His sacrifice. She rejoices in peace, knowing well that she is intimately associated with that prayer’. Yes, dear brothers and sisters in Christ, let us all be intimately united to our Saviour’s prayer at the Last Supper, to his invocation: ut unum sint. We call merciful Father to be able to fully live the faith that we have received as a gift on the day of our Baptism, and to be able to it free, joyful and courageous testimony. The more we are faithful to his will, in thoughts, in words and in deeds, the more we will truly and substantially walk towards unity.”

Our Guest Speaker is our former Parish Priest, Fr Max Vodola who will help us celebrating the 50th anniversary of the Second Vatican Council by delivering a Talk with the topic: 

“Pope John XXIII

    and understanding the Council that changed the World”.
Fr. Max after been ordained priest in 1997 continued to study church history with a special focus on the Second Vatican Council. He made a lot of research and study about Pope John XXIII: his life, his ideas of Church reformation and everything that led Pope John to call for an Ecumenical Council (Vatican II) which changed the world. Fr Max was Parish Priest of North Reservoir from 2002 till 2007 after which he continued his full time study for a few years until receiving the degree of Doctorate in Church History from Monash University. Other decrees that Dr Max Vodola holds are: Bachelor of Theology, Master of Theological Studies and Master of Arts.  His Doctorate thesis was of “John XXIII, Vatican II and the Genesis of Aggiornamento: A Contextual Analysis of Angelo Roncalli’s works on San Carlo Borromeo in relation to the late twentieth Century church reform”.  Dr Max is currently a member of the Department of Church History and lectures in the history of the Church in Australia and Vatican II.  He is Parish Priest of the Parishes of St. Brendan Flemington and Holy Rosary Kensington.
