	The Risen Christ
Easter is about new life.  But what does it mean for us to have new life?  Many years ago I attended a poor urban parish on Easter Sunday.  On my way to the pews, I received more greetings and hugs than I knew what to do with.  The choir sang with amazing energy and the young priest had the attention of the whole congregation during his homily.
“New Life,” he said.  And walking over to a woman sitting four rows back, he took her hand and helped her stand.  She held a newborn baby.  “New life,” he repeated.  Then he walked over to a man near the back and asked him to stand.  “David found work at the factory.  New life.”  The priest asked five more people to stand and to witness Easter in their lives.  He knew his community well.
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Mary, Mary, and Salome loved Jesus even in death.  And their worry about the stone separating them from his body in the tomb reminds us of how completely threatened our sense of peace can feel.  Not only has death won, but we also cannot even pick up the pieces.  The stituation determines our perspective. Easter reminds us that God’s love changes the situation.  New life rises all around us, and most of all in the community founded on a love that does not balk, even at death.   Being a witness to Easter begins with knowing others truly.
