	The Lazarus Effect
Some people claim to have ‘near death’ experiences.  They tell of the soul leaving the physical body and hovering over it; then, of passing through a dimly lit tunnel and being drawn to a bright light at the end.
Movie star, Liz Taylor, had such an experience.  She told TV host Larry King that she died while undergoing surgery and was clinically dead.  She felt that she was passing through a tunnel towards a brilliant white light.  But, she was called back to earthly life.  She said that a medical team of eleven persons witnessed her resuscitation.  She told a group of friends about this experience.  Later she regretted telling them.  She thought to herself, “Wow, this sounds really scary.  I’d better keep quiet about this.”  The process of death and dying is both ambiguous and mysterious.  I have often wondered how Lazarus, the subject of today’s gospel, would describe his death experience.  Did he speak about it?  What meaning did he attach to it?  Did he, like Liz Taylor, think it ‘scary’ and exercise cautious reserve in speaking about it?  We simply don’t know.

Lazarus’ silence matters little.  Jesus himself clarifies the meaning of this miraculous resuscitation of Lazarus.  He announces, “I am the resurrection.  If anyone believes in me, even though he dies he will live and whoever lives and believes in me will never die.” (Jn, 11:26).

Jesus ‘proclamation is one of the most remarkable and memorable statements in all of scripture.  Some would dismiss it as odd – even egotistical – except, the four-day-dead Lazarus steps out of the grave to confound the onlookers. Action verifies Jesus’ word.  This action reveals the true identity of Jesus.  He is one who has power over death; the one who is one with God, the giver of life.  He is the power of God’s love for mankind made visible in human form.
We are not told what happened to Lazarus after this startling event.  Very likely he lived an ordinary life in Bethany.  But, his perspective on life and his scale of values surely changed dramatically.   He no longer feared death because it was not the end.  He had insight into the Source and Giver of life and was confirmed in his love and friendship.  He learned not to live for this life only.

The resuscitation of Lazarus reveals to us that death is too niggardly a horizon to contain the hopes and expectations of human desire.  The human story does not conclude with the dread of perpetual extinction.  We are entitled to hope for more and better.  God’s love disclosed in the person of Jesus Christ has dispossessed death.  Love now occupies its place. 

The Lazarus effect is offered to each one of us.  God loves us so much that he gave us his only son.  Whoever believes in him will never die.  This God-binding promise is a security, a comfort and a compass for life.  It can only be accessed by faith in Jesus Christ. “I tell you most solemnly; whoever keeps my word will never see death.” (Jn. 8:51)
