	People are what?
There is a farmer in the US state of Kentucky who every year plows the side of a hill with a single horse.  His name is Wendell Berry.  When he is not farming, Mr Berry is writing.  One essay of his has a strange title: What Are People For? Have you ever heard anyone ask that?  I hadn’t.  It is clearly a big question.   And once you think about it, you recognise that it is so big in fact that it can only be asked and answered in the deepest context.  

That context is what we call religion - the realm of faith, of ultimate things - where all that we are and may be, is brought out into the open and made the central issue.  But hold on: the way this ultimate question is posed is particularly strange.  No one says that.  Usually people say ‘What is the purpose of life?’ or ‘Why do I exist?’ or ‘What is the point of it all?’  But Mr Berry posed the question differently: ‘What are people for?’  This is like saying, ‘What is God for?’ or ‘What are children for?’ or ‘What are old people for?’

A famous philosopher once made a very influential rule.  He said people should not be used as ‘means’ but only as ‘ends’.  He meant that we can’t think about people in the same way that we think about tools, which are properly thought about as ‘means’: I use a fork to eat, or a hammer to build or repair, and I use the iPhone in my pocket to communicate with the friend I want to meet for lunch.  But if I use a person, say to satisfy my own ambitions or interests, I am clearly doing something wrong.  That is what the philosopher meant, and that is what Mr Berry wants us to wrestle with by stating an ultimate question the way he did.
So it’s Palm Sunday.  Imagine you were a disciple standing in the crowd when Jesus entered Jerusalem on the donkey.  What is Jesus for? You know: he is the Messiah, the Anointed, who will destroy Israel’s enemies with swift and terrible justice and establish the universal reign of God over all the earth. ‘Hosanna in the highest!’

Now, imagine you are standing at a distance, down the hill from the cross, looking at Jesus’s crucified, lifeless body.  Your hopes are completely dashed.  Another pretender; another massive failure.  You thought this time it was for real.  What was Jesus for? Your question has a different tone, and it is one of bewilderment and maybe despair.

You had completely tied up the question of your life with the answer of Jesus.  What was that for?  But even when the questions themselves no longer makes any sense, hold fast: Easter is the answer to the greatest human questions, however strangely posed.
