	The Revolutionary Shepherd
A favourite prayer for many Christian believers is Psalm 22.  In times of great personal crises of distress, sorrow, and loss, this prayer is a great source of comfort.  It brings inspiration, hope, and peace.  It expresses an invincible trust in the Lord: no event in our lives occurs outside of God’s loving providence.  It is a trusting prayer of surrender from the heart.
Jesus evokes the shepherd as a powerful image to suggest his relationship with us.  We are familiar with many holy paintings and pictures of Jesus as our Shepherd.  These images often project tranquillity and suggest a romantic image of shepherds.  However, the English Redemptorist and well known scripture scholar, Fr. Denis McBride, points out that these popular images tend also to obscure the true character of Jesus, and take something away from His radical message.  
For the Jewish community in Jesus’ times, the shepherd is part of the social scene and the people’s traditions as a nomadic people.  But in the pecking order of social importance, the shepherd is considered a nonentity.  Shepherds lived in obscurity on the fringes of society, tending to the flocks, and always seeking new places for pasture.  Sometimes, the shepherd has to put his own life in danger to protect his flock from predators.  It was a rather lonely existence since the shepherd communed more with sheep than with people.  
In using this image for himself, Jesus clearly delcares his special preference for those on the fringe of society.  It is for these in particular that he came, and for whom the Good News is meant.  They are his specially favoured ones.  To those who respond to his call, they will find the fullness of life and full communion with God.  “I gave them eternal life and they shall never perish.  No one can take them out of my hand.  My sheep hear my voice; I know them, and they follow me”.  With these words, he shows his full protective love and warm embrace of these people.  
Jesus is indeed a very different kind of shepherd.  Not only does he look for pastures to feed his flock, for he feeds them with himself-his body broken and blood poured out.  Those nourished on him will ultimately be rewarded with eternal life.  Jesus, the man and his message, is refreshing.  
When the fringe people heard what he said and saw what he did, they were held spellbound.  Something really new is here, they thought. He is so unlike our boring and pretentious religious teachers.  In him they experienced God’s gracious presence and love.  Small wonder the powers that be wanted to get rid of him.  To them, he was a troublesome usurper; a threat to their highly organised and tightly controlled social and religious arrangements.  
But they could not stop him.  Even condemnation, torture and execution could not stop him.  His rising from the tomb was profoundly disturbing to those who had got rid of him.  And yet the Father raised him up, and affirmed his message, “I came in order that you may have life and have it to the full”.  (Jn 10:10)



THURSDAY 25TH APRIL 2013: ANZAC DAY
Anzac Day, 25 April, marks the anniversary of Australian and New Zealand forces landing at Gallipoli in 1915. This was the first military action our Anzacs saw in the First World War. A.N.Z.A.C. stands for ‘Australian and New Zealand Army Corps', and it is a term that evokes a sense of patriotism, heroism and sacrifice, as the landing at the Gallipoli peninsula in Turkey met with fierce resistance, and resulted in the deaths of more than 8000 Anzacs. The 25th April is the day we remember the sacrifice of those who died in war – the First World War and all other wars. We remember also the present Australian men and women soldiers in other countries such as Iraq, and Afghanistan. 

On Thursday 25th April at the 9.10am mass we will pray and remember in a special way the sacrifice and bravery of so many who died or were injured during the first world War and other wars.  Lest we forget.

Fr Max was Parish Priest of North Reservoir from 2002 till 2007 after which he continued his full time study for a few years until receiving the degree of Doctorate in Church History from Monash University. Other decrees that Dr Max Vodola holds are: Bachelor of Theology, Master of Theological Studies and Master of Arts.  His Doctorate thesis was of “John XXIII, Vatican II and the Genesis of Aggiornamento: A Contextual Analysis of Angelo Roncalli’s works on San Carlo Borromeo in relation to the late twentieth Century church reform”.  Dr Max is currently a member of the Department of Church History and lectures in the history of the Church in Australia and Vatican II.  He is Parish Priest of the Parishes of St. Brendan Flemington and Holy Rosary Kensington.
