	Sharing a meal with jesus 
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Sitting down to a nice meal with family and friends is important in cultures worldwide. Often, a lot of thought and effort goes into the preparation and planning of the menu. In many households, the dishes for significant family gatherings often consist of old favourites. These dishes, with their presentation, aroma and taste can stimulate a sense of nostalgia, taking a person back to their childhood or triggering a fond memory of a loved one who sadly is no longer around. 

In today’s gospel, Jesus prepares a meal for his disciples. The location by the shores of the Sea of Tiberias (the Sea of Galilee) would have been very familiar to the disciples as it was on these very shores that Jesus had fed the crowd of five thousand earlier in his life and ministry. They would also have recalled an earlier event when they had fished for hours with no luck. Jesus had appeared and told them to drop the net again and before long their boat was overflowing with fish. 

Therefore, the setting is a familiar one with Jesus sitting down with his disciples to share a meal a with Jesus providing the bread, the charcoal fire and the fish. However, not all is the same as before. Something has changed and that is the person of Jesus himself. While Jesus used to be like the disciples, living and eating amongst them, there is now a distinct difference. Jesus has risen from the dead. He was crucified and died on Good Friday, and on Easter Sunday he rose from the tomb. He is alive! 

Through his death and resurrection, Jesus revealed himself to be true Man and true God. But when he appeared to them this time, he was at first unrecognisable to his disciples. The disciples recognised Jesus by eating with him by the sea of Tiberias.  The disciples first had to open their hearts, minds and spirits to the risen Jesus and, importantly, to be open to his offer to share a meal and his invitation to continue his ministry of spreading the Good News of the Kingdom of God.  As disciples of Jesus in the world today, we too are offered a similar invitation. We too are invited to recognise the risen Jesus in the midst of our lives. And like the disciples in today’s gospel, we are not asked to bring anything other than ourselves, with an open mind, an open heart and an open spirit.  We need to trust in Jesus and to cast the nets of our faith far and wide in our world and to understand the great mission that Jesus is working in and through us each day and each moment.  We are invited to the meal that Jesus prepares for us and to live our lives sharing and proclaiming the Good News of God’s Kingdom of love, mercy and compassion.

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This Weekend Sunday 1st May is the feast of our patron St. Joseph the Worker. In his letter “With a Father’s Heart” Section 6, Pope Francis wrote about St. Joseph as:  A WORKING FATHER saying that ‘An aspect of Saint Joseph that has been emphasized from the time of the first social Encyclical, Pope Leo XIII’s Rerum Novarum, is his relation to work. Saint Joseph was a carpenter who earned an honest living to provide for his family. From him, Jesus learned the value, the dignity and the joy of what it means to eat bread that is the fruit of one’s own labour. In our own day, when employment has once more become a burning social issue, and unemployment at times reaches record levels even in nations that for decades have enjoyed a certain degree of prosperity, there is a renewed need to appreciate the importance of dignified work, of which Saint Joseph is an exemplary patron. … Working persons, whatever their job may be, are cooperating with God himself, and in some way become creators of the world around us. … Saint Joseph’s work reminds us that God himself, in becoming human, did not disdain work. Let us implore Saint Joseph the Worker to help us find ways to express our firm conviction that no young person, no person at all, no family should be without work!’ 

In his pastoral message on behalf of the Australian Bishops: Bishop Vincent Long, Chair, Bishops Commission for Social Justice, Mission and Service and Bishop of Parramatta said: “Whoever forms the next Federal Government, we hope to see greater policy focus on decent work – work that is safe, secure, and fairly paid. Stable, secure jobs are needed to power a recovery that actually works for working people and their families.”
