	Finding God In Us
Today we celebrate the second of the three great feasts that make up Paschal Time.  On Easter Sunday, we celebrated the glorious resurrection of Jesus.  Next Sunday, we will celebrate the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the apostles, the birthday of the church. Today’s feast is different.
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The Ascension is a feast of quiet and reflection.  It marks the end of Christ’s time on earth as a member of the human race.  His disciples will never again walk the roads of Galilee and Judea with him and will never again share a meal with him, nor listen to his words and marvel at his miracles.  The Ascension marks the completion of the mission given to Him by the Father.  Jesus had told his disciples to wait in the city until they were empowered by the Holy Spirit.  Without this empowerment, the disciples would be incapable of being His witnesses “to all nations”.  Just as, after his baptism by John, Jesus had been anointed by the Holy Spirit to carry out the Father’s work, so the Father and Jesus would send the Holy Spirit on the disciples to enable them to continue to proclaim God’s overwhelming love for every human being.  So, this feast marks the beginning of a time of waiting, of prayer, of silence.  Thomas Merton, the Trappist monk and spiritual author, said, “This is the grace of Ascension Day: to be taken up into the heaven of our own souls, the point of immediate contact with God.”  Heaven is where God is present.  He is present within each of us, closer to us than any human being.  So when we are looking for God, there is no need to look up into the sky, as we often do, but rather to turn our glance inward.  To find God we need reflection and silence, especially in these days before the coming of the Holy Spirit.  Recalling the Transfiguration, Merton continues, “To rest on this quiet peak in the darkness that surrounds God.”  Merton invites us to reflect each day on God’ presence to us.  However, he mentions “darkness”.  Human beings cannot gaze on the infinite glory and beauty of God.  That is reserved for us in the next life.  Here we look for the hidden God who is present within each one of us, a God so full of love for us that He can never leave us.  Merton adds, “To live there through all trials and all business, with the tranquil God who makes all things tranquil.”  During these days began by the Ascension, we can nourish a deeper and more intimate relationship with our loving God.  As we come closer to our God, we will experience a peace and tranquillity that will flow into our daily lives and especially into our relationships with one another.

‘From wandering to journeying: thoughts on a synodal Church’. Journey and pilgrimage are important themes in scripture and throughout Christianity. They provide a background for considering Pope Francis’ election in 2013, his decision to convene two Synods in 2014 and 2015, his proclamation of the Year of Mercy in 2016 and his recent publication of the Apostolic Exhortation Amoris Laetitia—seeing all these as part of a process which is far from over. This gives a context for the recent proposal of the Australian Bishops to move towards a Plenary Council for Australia in 2020, seeing the preparation for the Council, its celebration and implementation as part of the same process, which seeks to make the Church more genuinely synodal in the way foreseen by Vatican II and treated more explicitly by Pope Francis.
