	Mission apostle
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After Jesus rose from the dead, he appeared to his disciples a number of times.  Think of his appearances as related in the last chapters of John’s gospel: do you remember what the Lord said to ‘doubting’ Thomas and what Thomas said in response?  And remember Jesus’s conversation with Peter after the miraculous catch of fish!  In chapter one of Acts, Luke summarises the topic of all the conversations Jesus had with his disciples at this time.  It was the very same theme of his preaching even  before he died: “The kingdom of God” (Acts 1:3).  Luke is also very clear that between his resurrection and ascension, Jesus commissioned his disciples for a singular mission: they are “witnesses to his resurrection” (Acts 1:22).
The church itself is built on this foundation; the mission of the apostles.  Our faith can be traced back to the moment when Jesus said to them:  “In a few days…you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, throughout Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth” (Acts 1:5,8).

Here we have a triangle of three parts: the singular mission Jesus enjoins on the apostles: to witness to his resurrection; the theme of Jesus’s conversations with the apostles: the kingdom of God; and the power Jesus gives to the apostles: the Holy Spirit.  These three lines meet in one spectacular event – Pentecost – rushing wind, tongues of fire and the miracle of speaking in different tongues.
How do the mission, theme and power of Pentecost relate?  It is clear how the power and mission are connected:  the gift of the spirit empowers the apostles for the mission of witnessing what God did for his son on the third day.  The presence of the spirit is signified by the rushing wind and the fire signifies the power the spirit gives for their mission.    But what of the theme and how does the kingdom fit in?  (See Acts 1:6)  If the kingdom of God is God’s sovereign rule of love, peace and justice that he promised to establish at the end of time, then this is what has started in Jesus’s resurrection, and through his spirit-filled apostles, in us, and through us, the entire world.

THE HIGHER WE GO, THE BETTER WE SHALL HEAR THE VOICE OF CHRIST
This is the title of the Archbishop’s Pentecost letter to the young people for this year 2015. In his letter Archbishop Denis Hart reflects on the example of Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati who died in June 1925 at the age of 24 and was made Blessed by Pope St. John Paul II in 1990. The Archbishop said: “Pier Giorgio died young but lived a life to the full in following Jesus and caring for others. For him, life as a disciple of Jesus was a true adventure”. Pier Giorgio who came from a wealthy family, and who had a passion for Mountain Climbing when he would shout out: -verso l’alto – to the heights-, distributed to the poor his father’s gift of money and gave particular help to needy people as detailed in the Letter.
