	Ascension into Hidden Presence
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How Catholics imagine and understand Jesus’ ascension is nurtured by the many paintings of Jesus rising into the clouds with the disciples looking heavenwards as he blesses them and departs.  But his parting instruction to them was to teach and to make disciples of all nations.  He has returned to his Father.  But he will come again, this time in all his glory as Universal King and Judge.  Waiting patiently for his return, we regularly express this belief as part of our Eucharist.

His parting, however, did not mean that Jesus is no longer with us till his return.  He gave an absolute guarantee that he will be with us “always until the end of time”.  The Church has traditionally understood this as a promise that Jesus will never abandon the Church.  This assurance is a source of great hope to those who suffer on his account, and who are wearied to the point of losing hope.

How should we understand this promise and this presence?  Jesus’ presence can be understood in surprising and hidden ways.  

We are commissioned “to teach and to make disciples of all nations”, Our mission must reflect his mission if we are to be faithful to him and his message.  Like Jesus, our mission includes not only the articles of faith, but above all, it must reveal the all - embracing loving heart of God, reaching out to us in loving compassion.  
As Pope Francis so rightly points out, the Church must have a heart that embraces all kinds of people – the kinds of people that Jesus Himself welcomed, and joyfully embraced.  They include Zaccheus, Mary Magdalen, Nicodemus, the slow of heart and mind, and the scrimps and scrooges of the world.  He reaches out to those on the margins, the homeless, the elderly, the stranger, the fragile, the broken, the lonely, the refugee and asylum seeker, the prisoner, the hungry, the thirsty, the naked, the sick, the shunned and rejected.  Especially included are the insignificant who are invisible to the well-heeled and powerful.  The call of the Gospel is to open our hearts to his kind of people.  Our kind of people must be like those Jesus himself especially associated with in the course of His earthly ministry.  It was to them that he was particularly sent by his Father – and that means a challenge for us today.
As believers, we must be humbled by these people because Jesus is truly present in all of them.  Many of them may not be pleasant company, but they remain those with whom Jesus identifies, and these are loved by the Father more than we can know.  “When did we see you naked, or hungry, or thirsty, a stranger, sick, or in prison, Insofar as you do these to the least of these, you do it to me” (Mt 25).  Jesus may have ascended to his Father, but he is right here always in our midst.  He is in the ones we least expect.
