	The hard road
Actors Eddie Redmayne and Felicity Jones, who play Stephen Hawking and his wife, Jane in The Theory of Everything, speak of Hawking’s vivacious personality that sparkles through despite his debilitating motor neurone disease.  Today’s readings remind us not to be deceived by appearance and to train ourselves to see past apparent success and failure to a deeper, enduring reality.
One mother caring for her adult son who was suffering from schizophrenia and struggling to manage the terrible symptoms of the disease had lost sight of his true personality.  When he was hospitalized she had a dream so vivid it ‘woke’ her up.  She dreamed she was searching among crowds for her son in what seemed like a transit place.  A voice advised her to try a level higher.  Up she sent only to be told to go even higher, eventually finding a small group of boys.
She recognized the back and hair of one boy’ he turned and there was her son’s beautiful face with his bright, intelligent, laughing green eyes and the broad, toothy smile.  She rushed to embrace him, sobbing her heart out.  He smiled at her and said with deep integrity, “It’s alright, mum.  I got very sick.”  The vision of his sweet face stayed with her, strengthening her in the hard times ahead.

Have you had such a prophetic dream?  If so, consider it a privilege.  We are called, as family in Christ to be prophet, priest and king.  Today we note the hard road of the prophet.

In the Judeo- Christian tradition, the prophet is identified as someone who speaks in God’s command to turn hearts back to God and to challenge injustice, and command compassion for and merciful action towards the poor and needy.  The prophets’ message and even appearance were discomforting.  Scripture shows their burden was a heavy one.  They were beaten and reviled; ultimately, Christ was tortured and crucified.

This harsh treatment of prophets is central in today’s readings.  We may not expect to be physically maltreated for our faith but we can and do suffer in other ways.  The experience of “a thorn in the flesh” is central to our calling.  It is important we recognize this reality of Christian life as something to live up to and celebrate.  As G.K. Chesterton famously wrote, “Christianity has not been tried and found wanting; it has been found difficult and not tried.”

It is this we must remember when tempted to retreat into comfort when we are challenged to ‘go against the flow’ for the sake of God’s reign of justice and peace.  It means seeing Christ in the face of outcast and stranger; like our mother above, in the face of her sick son.
