	First Steps to Prayer
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The doorway to prayer is the imagination.  It is not the whole work of prayer: there is a point where the imagination also falls still, and even the whole mind becomes quiet.  There, at the summit of prayer, only the heart of longing beats for the God Who Is Near.  But the imagination makes its contribution: the first steps into prayer.  You cannot go anywhere without taking steps, cannot enter without crossing the threshold.
The imagination makes these first steps of prayer by responding to Scripture, the words of God, with Scripture, the words God gives us to pray to him.  These words of response are the Psalms.  We say or sing them in every Mass:  the ‘Responsorial Psalm’, after the reading from the Old Testament.  All of human prayer is a response, but even more wonderful is that we respond to God by giving to him what is already his: such is the essence of Christian worship.  The model or exemplar is the Eucharist.  We offer to the Father his Son and ourselves joined to him by the power of the Holy Spirit.  ‘Thine own of Thine own we offer unto Thee’, says an ancient Eucharistic prayer. Meditating on God’s word imaginatively performs a crucial activity within us: it conforms us to God’s way of seeing the world, shaping our desires, dreams, aspirations, and longings to God’s own.  Let us look at today’s Responsorial Psalm, number 144.  It begins: ‘I will extol thee, O God my king…’ The image is common, even central to the Scriptures: God is king.  What does a king do?  He reigns or rules: he makes judgments, and in fact all the weighty decisions fall on him.  If he is a powerful king, then his purposes and plans come to pass; and if he is a good and just king, then he reigns well.  God is of course both.  Now ancient Israel eventually instituted a human king, but most properly, the King was God, as this psalm poignantly testifies.  The human king was only a proxy or vice-regent, a servant of the true King.  For Christianity, of course, the human and divine King is one in Jesus.  All of this-and much more-is contained in the words ‘O God my king’.  To extol, or to exclaim, exalt, praise enthusiastically this God who is my king is to respond with joyful gratitude for what he has done and with joyful hope in what he promises to do.  This image of the divine king and this attitude of joy is the setting for what follows in the song.  To feel what this ancient song wants you to feel, to see what and how it wants you to see, to hope, to love what it wants you to love, to hate what it wants you to hate is to step into prayer through the imagination.
