	Can’t Take it with You
Today’s readings from scripture resonate with a clear message.  It is one that we know so well but so often forget:  we can’t take our possessions with us when we die.
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So what is worth striving for?  What achievements are really worthwhile?   Vanity of vanities, all things are vanity,  Ecclesiates  reminds us.  It is sheer vanity to place our hope and our confidence in things, as if things were the measure of a good life or any insurance for the next.  The Letter to the Colossians urges us to seek what is above, not on what is on earth.  At the same time, the psalm calls us to praise and worship God, to centre ourselves on God.

The Gospel of Luke then brings the message home with Jesus’ story of the rich man who has a bountiful harvest, so large he has to build new barns to store it.  With such a bounty in place, the man is confident that his wealth and prosperity is assured for a lifetime.  
He forgets that our life here on earth is short, and that there is no knowing when the end will come.  In Jesus’ story, God speaks to the man, “You fool,” God says, for this very night your life will end.  What then of your possessions, God asks?  What value are they to you then?  They will pass to others to use as they please, sensibly or foolishly.  The message is for each one of us.  We can’t take our possessions with us when we die.  So what is worth living for?  What really matters?  How do we want our friends, colleagues, neighbours and family to assess us when we are gone?  Will they wish we spent more time at work or will they wish we spent more time with them?  Will they say that they wish we’d left more money and more things for them?  Or, would they prefer that we’d given more generously for our time, our energy, our love and concern to them, assisting them in their difficulties, lending a hand in times of trouble, consoling them in times of sorrow?
More questions stir.  Had we really been there for others in good times and in bad?  Were we a fair-weather friend who disappeared when the going got tough?  Had we gone out of our way to help others?  What would we like to hear them say of us?  Would they describe us as generous, kind?  As thoughtful, helpful, wise and gracious?  Would they remember us as a peace-maker, a bridge-builder among people, a good neighbour and a genuinely good person?
Would they say we made a difference to their lives?  Would they say that the world will be poorer for our passing?  It’s worth thinking about!  For our end will surely come!  Time is short and precious.  How we spend our lives is much more important than the things we accumulate on the way.  Jesus teaches us to focus on what is above, what is of heaven, centering our lives on God and striving to live a genuinely  good life, helping to build a better and more just world.

During his time here, Bishop Cupich recorded two videos for the Catholic Church’s website Facing the Truth. In the first, he discusses the most recent research by the John Jay College of Criminal Justice in New York, into the causes of child sexual abuse by clergy, while in the second, he talks about rebuilding trust in the Catholic Church.
