	The Treasure Hunter
What a wonderful surprise!  A labourer had been given a few hours’ work digging up a paddock to prepare the ground for sowing.  As he worked his way down the paddock, suddenly his shovel hit a metal object.  The labourer dug around it and finally unearthed a metal box, Opening it, he saw a treasure of gold and jewels.  The labourer hurriedly closed the box and re-buried it.  Then he went off to sell everything he owned and bought the paddock. The second parable is slightly different.  The merchant has been dealing in pearls all his life and has been on the lookout for the perfect pearl.  He was obviously very wealthy.  When he came across this perfect pearl, he did not hesitate. He gathered together all his possessions, all his pearls, and sold the lot. Then he went off and bought the perfect pearl.  It was more precious to him than all his previous possessions.  In these parables, Jesus is telling us about the treasure of the kingdom. He is inviting all of us to follow him so that the joy of the kingdom will be ours, but the way to this kingdom of perfect happiness passes through Calvary.  We have the same problem as the labourer and the merchant: we are attracted by the prospect of being with Jesus in the kingdom but this follows Calvary.  The fullness of happiness and joy will be ours only in the next life.  The rich young man could not accept this.  The thought of giving up all his wealth to follow an itinerant preacher was too much for him.  Another interpretation of these two parables is given by Fr Michael Fallon MSC in his Gospel of St Matthew.  He suggests that the labourer and the merchant are, in fact, Jesus.  We are the treasure he finds and the perfect pearl.  Jesus considers each of us as the treasure that he values above all else.  He is willing to give up what is dearest to him, his life, os that he can obtain that treasure.  The pearl parable is different.  The merchant has been searching for many years for the perfect pearl.  What does this tell us about our relationship with Jesus?   It tells us to what lengths he has gone, not only to redeem us but especially to win our love.  He Could have saved the entire world with a single prayer.  Instead, Jesus chose a human mother and first appeared on earth, a new-born baby in Bethlehem.  During his public ministry, he experienced ingratitude, rejection, betrayal by one of his closest followers, abandonment by the other eleven and finally, the terrible sufferings of a Roman execution.  Such love is beyond our comprehension.  All we can do is to praise and thank God and to live as his faithful disciples in the joyful expectation of the kingdom to come.
