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 The Adventure Begins
I think we all admire adventurous people, wondering how they summon up the energy and the courage to row across a great ocean or climb an enormous mountain.  We marvel too at the remarkable levels of fitness and achievement that top sports people attain in their different fields, and perhaps wonder what motivates them to keep going.
Every society has its heroes and heroines, people who become part of the folklore: their stories handed on to inspire the generations that follow.   So it has been in the Judaeo-Christian tradition.  The book of Wisdom speaks of how “our ancestors…would joyfully take courage” as they reflected on the story of God’s triumphs among them.   The letter to the Hebrews extols the faith of Abraham and Sarah, presenting them as examples to be followed.

Certainly Abraham and Sarah were adventurous.  They left the relative comfort of home in search of the Promised Land, trusting that the God, who had also promised them a child in their old age, would be true to his word. This is a parable for our time and for every time.  The tragedy for some people is that life can wear them down and they lose their sense of adventure.  As followers of Jesus of Nazareth we are all called to be adventurous, to live by faith in pursuit of the Promised Land.   But now we know that we are not in search of some territory, but rather a kingdom which is not of this world, but which is already established in our hearts.
Jesus spent his time on earth gently coaxing his disciples to reflect on their experiences, so they would have the wisdom to interpret them and discover the meaning of life and the nature of kingdom: in other words, how and where to find the Promised Land.  His preferred method of reaching was to tell them parables, stories which would unlock for them the treasure chest they were seeking.  Interestingly, before he tells them the parables about the servants waiting for the return of their master, he gives them the ultimate spiritual ‘litmus test’:  “Where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.”  If we sometimes wonder about what motivates people to strive for their achievements, we need be in no doubt about how the Lord wants to motivate us.  He is asking you and me to look at the things we treasure, the things we regard as indispensable for a happy life.  The great explorers have to learn to reduce their needs to the absolute minimum because it is impossible to carry to much baggage on a long journey.  His kingdom is not of this world and so ultimately we need to be ready to let go of everything, so that when he comes for us, we will be ready to move on.  The adventure is only just beginning.
