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Bread, a life choice! 
Most of us have so much choice in what foods we eat that we can forget how critical bread was for earlier generations, often forming the bulk of the diet of ordinary people.  Bread is not only nutritious, it is relatively easy to bake, can be used to make other foods go further, and back in the day the grain could be stored for use during long harsh winters or when other foods were scarce.

No wonder bread was popularly called ‘the staff of life’, or ‘the staff of bread’ as in the prophet Ezekiel.

While the staple food for eastern peoples was rice, in the Middle East and Europe, populations depended heavily on bread.  Indeed, great civilisations like that of Rome relied on the wheat granaries of Egypt to support their large populations and cities.  Bread meant life.  Otherwise, people faced hunger, rioting, perhaps war, and the eventual collapse of cities and of populations.  Even today bread makes up about 20 per cent of the diet in the West.  After Jesus fed the multitudes with loaves and fishes, the crowds came searching for him.  But Jesus rebuked them for not understanding the meaning of the signs in the multiplication of food.  He urged them to ‘work for food that endures to eternal life’ which God was offering through him.  What sort of work, they asked.  Jesus replied that working for God was believing in the one God had sent.  The crowds were still looking for another food hand-out and misunderstood that Jesus was pointing to a deeper truth.  Despite witnessing the multiplication of food, the crowds demanded another sign.  They directly challenged Jesus, asking what work he did and saying that Moses gave the people manna to eat in the desert.  Jesus insisted it was God who gave the manna, not Moses.  Jesus declared that He was the bread of life, and all who came to him would never suffer hunger or thirst again.  He was inviting the people to look through the signs he had performed to recognise their meaning as an invitation to engage personally with Jesus.  So, what does this mean for us today?  It means listening attentively to the message of Jesus.  It is not about loving God in the abstract or by using our remote control, but of recognising that God’s very self is invested in our human story in the person of Jesus.  And how do we love God?  In our love for others, but not just the beautiful people or those close to us.  We especially love God in our ‘neighbour’, meaning the one who is different from us, speaks another language or has another religion but is in special need.  When did we see you hungry, thirsty, sick or in prison?  Jesus walks among us still, using our legs and hands in sharing the bread of life.
