	Temptations
Lent provides us with a wonderful opportunity to take stock of our lives and make the necessary adjustments to ensure that they are balanced and integral.
Human beings have always looked back on their stories and sought to learn from their mistakes and their successes. For the Old Testament people, handing on the story was immensely important, and enabled them to reflect on the goodness of God as well as on their weaknesses and inadequacies.  Their previously nomadic existence and their bitter experience of slavery at the hands of the Egyptians constantly were being recalled.  This served to remind them that only God could lead them to the Promised Land. For their part, they knew that what made the difference was their faithfulness or lack of it.
When Jesus came among us, he experienced the weakness of our human condition.  This is powerfully illustrated in today’s story of the temptations.  Like Matthew, Luke writes up the story in some detail.  He wants us to see the connections: to realise the significance of the forty days in relation to the forty years the Chosen People had spent in the wilderness, waiting for God to move them on.  Moreover, in response to each of the devil’s temptations, Jesus quotes from the book of Deuteronomy.

And what were the temptations?  As with all our temptations, the danger is that we can be seduced into thinking that we can go it alone, that we do not need to do it God’s way.  The body craves to be satisfied with food or whatever, but it can never be fully satisfied.  True satisfaction comes only when we get the balance right: ‘Man does not live on bread alone.’  We get nervous when we are not in control, but the secret is to learn to let go and trust:  ‘You must worship the Lord your God and serve him alone.’  At the other extreme is the danger that we become presumptuous and stop caring about what is right and wrong:  ‘You must not put the Lord your God in the test.’
We could enter the forty days of Lent with a negative mind-set and just wish them away with some half-hearted attempt to give up something or do something extra.  Alternatively we could enter this season with a joyful heart and seize the opportunity to look back on our story and quietly review our way of life.  What are our priorities?  What prevents us from experiencing the peace that Jesus promised us?

St Paul compares the discipline of the Christian to an athlete in strict training.  

Are we satisfied with being an armchair sport’s fan, or are we willing to go into strict training for the ultimate prize?

It is a prize that everyone can win, and that will never be taken from us.  And we don’t have to wait until we die to receive it, because the new life in Christ is with us now and it is what we will celebrate again on Easter Sunday.

May you Lent be blessed and fruitful as you root out the weeds and allow the good seed in you to grow and become fruitful.
