	 The everywhere God
Those of us who are parents or teachers in Catholic Schools often hear the complaint, “Why do I have to go to church?  I get nothing out of going to Mass every Sunday!  I can pray to God in my own bedroom!  What makes going to Sunday Mass so special?”
It is true that if we believe that Jesus is the incarnation of God, then we must accept that no church, denomination or religion has a monopoly on God!  Our claim is not that God became Catholic, but that God became human.  We can find God in a Catholic church, but also in a Jewish Synagogue, a Muslim mosque, a Hindu temple, a family meal or a beautiful sunset.
So, what makes going to Sunday Mass so special?  Today’s gospel provides an answer.  In this extract from Luke (14:1.7-14), we hear of an incident when Jesus shared a Sabbath meal in the home of one of the leading Pharisees, Jesus noticed how the guests jostled for the ‘places of honour’ at table, and he chided them by telling them a couple of parables that poked fun at their pretentiousness.  Sharing meals with others – often called ‘table fellowship’ – was an important aspect of Jesus’ ministry.
Jesus made the invisible God of love present eating with all: the rich and powerful; the poor and humble; and even his enemies.  For Jesus and for us, table fellowship – expressed primarily in the Sunday Eucharist – is a radical sacrament of God’s presence to all, regardless of their gender, financial means or social standing.  We can fully express the Christian ethic of openness to all only by sharing communion.  As members of the church we continue Christ’s ministry to make God’s love present through public action in prayer, worship, charity and social activity.  In this mission, Eucharist is central.  Table fellowship is an indispensable sign of the Incarnation.  With the coming of Jesus, all distinctions between peoples and all boundaries between nations were abolished.  As St Paul points out, “in Christ there is no distinctions between Jew and Greek, slave and free, woman and man” (Gal 3:27-28; cf. Rom 10:12; 1 Cor 12:13; Col 3:11).  Christians are called to be people ‘without boundaries”; open to all.  One may say that “I live a good Christian life without needing to go to church”.  That is usually understood to mean that the person concerned is claiming to live according to Jesus’ moral, charitable and ethical precepts.  But can we really reduce Christianity to a system of ethical behaviour?  In the words of the second Vatican Council, the Eucharist is both the “source” and “summit” of our lives of prayer and action.  So, while it may be true that one can be “present” to God in one’s bedroom, it is only in our Eucharistic “gathering” that God’s “presence” through Jesus becomes available to the wider world.

	THE 102nd WORLD DAY OF MIGRANTS AND REFUGEES 28th AUGUST 2016
Migrants and Refugees Challenge Us. The Response of the Gospel of Mercy.
Words from the message of Bishop Vincent Long Van Nguyen OFMConv DD Bishop of Parramatta, Bishop Delegate for Migrants & Refugees:

The Pope acknowledges that often refugees and people who flee their homes in search of a safe and better future challenge individuals and communities, and their traditional ways of life; at times they even upset the cultural and social horizons which they encounter. This has been evident during the Syrian refugee crisis. Many European countries closed their borders because of the overwhelming humanitarian crisis at their doorsteps as well as the potential conflict that the influx of refugees might pose to their societies. Against such a backdrop of fear, Pope Francis encourages us to see refugees and migrants not as a threat but as our brothers and sisters in the human family. Affirming our Christian duty of care for them in the face of rising intolerance, the Pope writes “Today, more than in the past, the Gospel of mercy troubles our consciences, prevents us from taking the suffering of others for granted, and points out way of responding which, grounded in the theological virtues of faith, hope and charity, find practical expression in works of spiritual and corporal mercy”.
