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Are You Up For It?
In today’s Gospel, Jesus acquaints us with his requirements for a true disciple.  They seem overly severe.  We wonder why anyone would wish to enter on the path of discipleship. 
Discipleship, Jesus teaches, requires us to renounce some of the things we most cherish: our family, our possessions and even life itself.  Becoming one of his followers, he says, requires a full-hearted response to his teaching and way of life.  A true disciple is required to give his or her all.  If not, the venture of discipleship falls apart and ends in defeat (like a Jerry-builder’s unfinished tower; like the inadequately equipped warlord in today’s gospel.  The idea that we must be prepared to ‘hate’ anyone – least of all our family – is distasteful.  But Jesus is not encouraging hatred.  Rather, he asks each of his disciples to put aside those dependencies, attachments and possessions that might prevent us from following him and implementing his teachings with complete dedication and conviction.
At this point in Luke’s gospel, Jesus is on his way to Jerusalem.  There, he will face death on a cross.  He tells his would-be disciples that they too must be willing to face the cross of daily life.  To bear one’s cross in life has little to do with putting up with illness or difficult people.  It has more to do with the voluntary actions we perform out of a conviction that Jesus’ way of love and mercy is the way we wish to walk in life.  The challenge of discipleship issued in today’s gospel runs counter to the contemporary ‘Christianity Lite’ ideology that asks little or nothing of Christ’s followers. The perceptive words of Richard Neibuhr sum it up:  ‘A God without wrath brought people without sin into a kingdom without judgement through the ministrations of Christ without a cross.’  Perhaps we will never penetrate the mysterious reasons why true discipleship should come at such cost.  I recall once being told of a biology teacher who conducted on experiment with one of his junior classes. He put a cocoon under a lamp and encouraged the class to watch it develop into a butterfly.  Each day they observed.  At first a tiny head and front feet emerged:  next colourful wings appeared.  The creature seemed to be really struggling to get its body free from the cocoon.  It seemed stuck.  A student tried to assist.  He carefully cut the restrictive cocoon.  The butterfly emerged but it was unable to fly and died.  Followers of Christ are meant to be transformed into the image of Christ and to share his glorious destiny.  Perhaps the cross and the demands of true discipleship give us strong wings to fly to that destiny.  True discipleship, Jesus tells us, asks for real commitment; for real direction of our time and energy; for real re-ordering of our relationships.  Conversion to Christ is not to be a limp, half-hearted enterprise performed dispassionately by part-time disciples.  Jesus sets high and difficult standards for his followers.  He challenges:  Are you up for it?
