Restrictions regarding the Corona Virus measures have been eased at the last Covid-19 update of the Victorian Government. People now can enter into church without having to show any proof of fully vaccination status. This means that both fully vaccinated and non vaccinated people can be in church at the same time and there is no limit in the number of participants. Special ministers of Communion, Readers, Commentaters, and other church helpers are required to be fully vaccinated.

These easing of restrictions happened due to the goodness of so many responsible people (93% in Victoria), who have been fully vaccinated and had received or will soon receive the Booster Dose. We Thank them all and we Congratulate them all for the good work and for being so responsible. Pope Francis had said that being Vaccinated is an Act of Love. “Helping other do the same,” he said, “is also an act of love. Love for oneself, love for our families and friends, and love for all peoples.”
