	FAREWELL FR. JOSEPH YU
9th March 1926 --- 19th October 2019
Fr Joseph Yu our first Parish Priest died on Saturday 19th October 2019 aged 93 years, he was the eldest Priest in the Archdiocese of Melbourne.   Joseph Jen Kin Yu (Fr Yu) was born on 9 March 1926 in the province of Hupeh in central China, the last of five children. 
His father, Yu Dei Qien, was a local school teacher who died when the young Joseph was 2 years of age.  His mother Mary died in 1981. His siblings were James, Elizabeth, Mary and Paul. Joseph Yu was educated by the Columban Fathers who ran the mission in the Han Yang Diocese.  
Joseph Yu traveled to Rome in 1948 at the age of 22 to continue his studies for the priesthood at Propaganda Fide College. It was at this time that he met a number of Australian seminarians including Frank Little who [image: image2.jpg]Well Done Good And
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would later become the Archbishop of Melbourne and a very close friend.  It was a providential encounter.   
Fr Joseph Yu was ordained to the priesthood on 7 December 1954.  It was a day of great joy overshadowed by the profound sadness of having lost contact with his family and the insecurity of ever seeing his homeland again.  
Fr Yu arrived in Melbourne in 1955 where he was appointed a part-time chaplain to the Chinese community and assistant priest at St Anne’s parish, East Kew.  He also served in the parishes of Ascot Vale and North Brunswick.   
In February 1970 Cardinal James Knox appointed Fr Joe Yu as the Parish Priest of the newly established parish, St. Joseph the Worker, North Reservoir.  He was the first Chinese to become Parish Priest in Australia.

	Fr Yu worked with people from different nationalities and was able to communicate with many Italian migrants in the parish. He is the founding Parish Priest of our Parish which began on 4th February 1970.  After standing among paddocks and thistles and few houses Fr Yu took the challenge and dreamt of building a dynamic community of faith. He firstly used the Methodist Kindergarten place for Sunday Masses and then with the help of many people Fr. Yu sought to build firstly the Parish Hall in 1971 which served as the church since 1990, then the Presbytery, the Community Centre, the School Buildings and the present Church opened and blessed in 1990.  Fr Yu has created so many groups in the parish to work together and with very gentle and pastoral skills brought people together to build our community of faith.  His gentle and prayerful style of leadership is remembered by all, in particular, his natural ability of getting various groups of people ‘working together’. We thank you Fr Yu for initiating our Parish and for the 32 years of service as our Parish Priest. We thank you Fr Yu for your continued guidance and prayers for our parish. Thank you, Fr Yu, well done good and faithful servant.   Fr Yu will remain alive in our [image: image3.jpg]catholic
