	     Resurrection

I remember reading an article about school principals and their views on education.  Most of what they said was sales pitch for why their school was the best.   We have the best academic record.  We excel in sports.  We have state of the art facilities.  Our music department is the envy of every school.  Our school is the place to be.
But one principal had a completely different perspective.  At our school we prepare our students for death and beyond!

There are many opinions about resurrection.  Some people say that there is no continuity or connection between life, death and resurrection.  Death is the end.  There is nothing else to look forward to.  It makes no difference how I live, this is all there is.

Others believe in resurrection but they grit their teeth and endure life.  Everything here is unhappy.  The world is a bad place.  Suffer now and get the reward later!  Our earthly life doesn’t matter because our true home is in heaven.  A more wise approach is to see life, death and resurrection as continuous and connected.  This has implications for the choices that we make in life.  Life is a ‘dry run’ for eternity.  When we pray.  “Thy Kingdom come”.  We are praying that all of us as individuals and as a human family will be transformed into more just and loving people, now, as well as in the world to come.  Heaven is a continuation and a deepening of the choices for life that we make.  Only then does it make sense that we become courageous in the face of death.  We face death because of the sure hope we have that in God no one is ever lost.

This approach is borne out in today’s first reading and the gospel, which speak clearly of God’s promise to raise the just to life after death.

The martyred brothers in the first reading remain faithful to the covenant even to death.  They believe that the giver of life will never take back what has been so given.

Their hope is in resurrection.  Their faithfulness is a testament to their belief that God will raise them up to the fullness of life.  In the gospel, the Sadducees come up with a ridiculous example in order to ridicule belief in the resurrection.  But Jesus, utterly convinced and confident, challenges them that God “is not God of the dead, but of the living.”  God’s desire is that people live their present lives to the full, modelled on the life, message and witness of Jesus.  By so doing all people will be raised up with Jesus.  Resurrection is a way of living, now and forever!  Faith in the Resurrection conveys the message that there is more to life than meets the eye.  Let us pray for courage and for hope in the resurrection.  What happened to Jesus will also happen to us who follow him.
