	My Two Cents Worth
Nowadays society provides a safety net for widows, such as pensions, medical benefits and so on.  Nevertheless, it can’t take away that primal sense of loss that the widowed experience.  Widowhood makes one lonely and vulnerable in ways that are hard to articulate.  It both scars the soul and delivers untapped depths of fortitude. 
The widow described in today’s gospel experienced conditions more trying than those usually experienced in today’s society.  She had no safety net.  She was left helpless and forsaken – a prime candidate for despair.  The irony is, she does not despair.  She exercises mettle born of faith. She throws herself upon the provident care of God.  In faith, she tosses her last two coins into the temple treasury.

In the eyes of the world her gift is nothing.  It is reckless imprudence.  It is something one might expect only from a religious ‘nutter’.  Worldly wisdom says giving is good.  It approves of generosity; but generosity within reason.  Common sense dictates that you first look after you own needs; and then, if you can afford it, be generous. 

The poor widow does not operate with prudence.  Nor is she alone.  Many of the poor and vulnerable of the world, act like her.  The gospel’s widow is an identifiable symbol of all whose lives are underestimated and neglected by mainstream society.  Their souls are seared with loss and weighed down with failure.  Widow-like, they attain spiritual clarity.  They come to depend on the providence of God.  They tithe their fragile lives into the care of God.  In the world’s estimation their gifting of their ‘two cent’, seemingly worthless lives to God, is hardly worth notice.  The real contributions to life are made by others; by men and women of substance; by captains of industry, finance, media and politics.  These are the movers and shakers.  They keep the economy on the boil. 

Jesus has a different estimate.  With Divine irony he observes the ostentatious offerings of the many rich people.  He makes an inspired judgement, “…this poor widow has put more in than all who have contributed to the treasury;… but she from the little she had put in everything she possessed, all she had to live on.”  (Mk.12:43-44)  In Jesus’ eyes, the widow’s two measly coins are precious beyond compare.  He recognises that what the widow does mirrors what he will do.  To gain redemption for all humanity, he will give his all on Calvary.  At the time, the wisdom of the world saw his offering as unimportant and foolish; but in God’s eyes it was the most profound of all offerings.

Spiritually, there is a little of the widow in us all.   Life scars us and sometimes leaves us without purpose, self-worth or direction.  We feel empty with little to give.  Such ‘widow times’ are times to offer our emptiness and poverty into the providence of God.  God, with eyes of love, sees all – and delights to receive our impoverished two cents of life as a precious offering.

EXCERPTS FROM ARCHBISHOP DENIS HART’S LETTER FOR THE YEAR OF FAITH

Since Pentecost, the Church in Australia has been seeking to live the Year of Grace.  So far, the Year of Grace has led us to a deep personal encounter with Jesus as the only Saviour.  On Thursday, October 11, I was privileged to travel to Rome at the invitation of the Holy Father, Pope Benedict, to join him, and other bishops, priests and people for the 50th anniversary of the Second Vatican Council and the beginning of the Year of Faith. Pope Benedict reminds us that the door of faith is always open for us.  The Year of Faith is an invitation to us individually, and together, to come on a journey to Jesus Christ.  It is a pilgrimage:  at the same time personal and communal.  Prayer and reflection will summon us to a renewed conversion to the Lord, the one Saviour of the world. 

Through the word of God and sacramental life our study of the Council documents will help us to give the living witness of true example from people who are in love with Jesus. We need to continually search for the beauty of the faith until such time, as Saint Augustine says, “our hearts rest in him”. We live in a time of profound change.  That is why faith needs to be intensified.  Jesus Christ, yesterday and today, now and forever.
