   The Dedication of the Lateran Basilica Year A                                    9 November 2014                                                             
	The Mother Church
The Basilica of St John Lateran in Rome is the head and mother church of all churches in the world.  On the façade of the basilica there is an inscription in Latin which when translated reads, ‘The mother and mistress of all churches of Rome and the world.’

Many people think that St Peter’s Basilica is the head of all the churches.  But in fact, the Pope is Bishop of Rome and his cathedral is the Basilica of St John Lateran.

The first basilica was built in the fourth century when the Emperor Constantine donated land he had received from the wealthy Laterani family.  That structure and its successors suffered from fire, earthquake and the ravages of war.  But the Lateran remained the church where popes were consecrated until the 14th century.  When the pope returned from Avignon (southern France) he found St John Lateran basilica and its adjoining palace in ruins.

Pope Innocent X commissioned the present structure in 1646.  One of Rome’s most imposing churches, the Lateran’s towering façade is crowned with 15 huge statues of Christ, John the Baptist, John the Evangelist and 12 doctors of the Church.  Beneath its high altar rests the remains of the small wooden table.  Tradition holds St Peter himself celebrated mass on this table.

In 2013, while reflecting on the meaning of this feast, Pope Francis said, “It is a feast day for the city of Rome, for the Church of Rome and for the Universal Church.”  Pope Francis then highlighted three images from the readings for the feast, which speak about the Church.

From the Prophet Ezekiel and Psalm 45: the image of water flowing from the Temple that gladdens the city of God, bringing life wherever it goes; a source of abundant grace which sustains and nourishes the life of the Church.

From the First letter to the Corinthians: the image of the rock which is Jesus Christ; the foundation on which the Church is built.  It’s reminder for us to make Jesus the foundation stone and corner stone of our lives because there is a life-giving river flowing from him to fill us with his grace.
From the Gospel of John and the story of the Purification in the Temple: the image of the reform of the Church.  The Church is in constant need of renewal since her members are sinners and continually need to be converted.

Pope Francis concluded by emphasising “the need that the Church always allows the water of grace to flow through her, that she always be founded on Christ and that she always remain faithful, and that her members allow themselves to be converted by the Lord each day.”
Today’s celebration is a way to show our unity with the Pope and our love and respect for him.  It also shows that we are united with each other in the Church and that all of us are called to be temples of God’s abundant grace.
