	Why it is good 
Just before Easter a young boy in his First Communion class asked why Good Friday is called ‘good’, when clearly it was so bad.  This is the ultimate question and the only answer is that it becomes good because of Easter Sunday.
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St Paul reminded us that without the Resurrection, we are still in our sins and our faith is futile.  As the Church approaches the end of the liturgical year – there are only two Sundays left – we are presented with the ultimate questions and invited to think about the end times.  Jesus invites us to think about these questions by challenging the proud and self-centred religious leaders of his day whose attitude was an obstacle to the reign of his Father’s Kingdom.

A poor widow was willing literally to give everything.  Her generosity is foreshadowed in the story of the widow who was willing to share the little that she had with the prophet Elijah.  Her reward was an unending supply of meal and oil until the drought was over.

In the letter to the Hebrews we are reminded that Christ, by making the ultimate sacrifice, has once and for all broken through the bonds of suffering and death.  He does not have to die again: sin has been dealt with and now we are waiting for his second coming to reward us with the fullness of life for all eternity.  In the meantime, like the widows we are to learn to wait patiently for the fulfilment of all Christ’s promises.  As we think of his sacrificial death we naturally reflect on the gift of the Eucharist, given to sustain us until the end of our lives here on earth.  The great events of Good Friday and Easter Sunday are made present for us each time in our celebration of the Eucharist, so that we can share in the wonder of God’s redeeming love.  At the Last Supper Jesus promised that he would be with us always and that he would send the Holy Spirit to lead us to all truth.

The truth is that, when we gather for Mass, Jesus is fulfilling his promise: making himself present so that he can feed us with himself.  But the living bread which we eat is not that of the Lord dying on the cross, but of the Lord who has died and is now raised from the dead.
The life he offers us is not the life we already experience here on earth, but eternal life with the Father in heaven.  The assurance given to us, is that anyone who eats this bread will live for ever.  Be assured that the meal and the oil of Christ’s sacraments will never run dry: they are there to sustain us to the end.
