	A kingdom not of this world
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The recorded history of the world is largely one of human beings fighting for supremacy as they claim territorial rights and defend their kingdoms.  Jesus even has a parable about armies going to war and the need for prudence in deciding whether it makes sense to do battle or sue for peace before the fighting begins.
As we bring the Liturgical Year to its close with the celebration of the Feast of Christ the King, the scriptures invite us to think about kingship in a very different context.  Jesus comes from the line of King David, but he will offer his followers a notion of salvation in contrast to that of David and his successors: that consisted primarily in preserving and protecting the Jewish nation and its traditions.

Jesus’ kingdom is not of this world; it requires a wholly new mind-set.  Though he accepted the human authority of those who wielded power on earth at the time, he also taught the source of all true authority is his Father in heaven.  The unfolding drama of his passion and death produced the ultimate paradox of triumph in the midst of defeat.  This was an enormous challenge not just to the twelve apostles – whom you will recall said they were willing to take up arms and protect him-but also to his disciples down through the centuries.  If we join those at the foot of the cross and listen to Luke’s account of the conversations that took place, the religious leaders are confident that they have finally disposed of the one whom they regarded as a serious threat to their power and authority.  For them and for the soldiers, whose job was to enforce the will of the authorities, the inscription, “This is the King of the Jews”, was an object of mockery.  Likewise one of the criminals could not see beyond his own unhappy situation.  For him, Jesus was only seen as a failure.  But somehow the other criminal did see further.  At least he was able to recognise the injustice of what was taking place.  And in his sorrow he is able to make an extroardinary act of faith.  Luke wants us to focus on this man and to identify ourselves with him.  If we can begin even to think in this new way, then we will be able to live in hope; the hope that at the end of our earthly pilgrimage, Jesus will welcome us with the words: “Today you will be with me in paradise.”  After his conversion Paul lived in that hope, and in his letters he urges the early Christian communities to do likewise.  Writing to the Colossians, he points out that Jesus “has taken us out of the power of darkness and created a place for us in the kingdom of the Son that he loves, and in him, we gain our freedom, the forgiveness of our sins.”  Everything is to be reconciled through Jesus because “he made peace by his death on the cross”.  The cross is no longer a disaster, it is a triumph, it is our entry into the Kingdom of God.

	YEAR OF FAITH 11th Oct 2012 – 24th Nov 2013
This Sunday 24th November 2013, feast of Christ the King we come to an end of the Year of Faith. The year of Faith helped us acknowledge our own faith and the faith of others. May we continue to grow strong in faith as a community who gathers and praises God in prayers and celebrations!

“The sacramental character of faith finds its highest expression in the Eucharist. The Eucharist is a precious nourishment for faith: an encounter with Christ truly present in the supreme act of his love, the life-giving gift of himself. In the Eucharist we find the intersection of faith’s two dimensions. On the one hand, there is the dimension of history: the Eucharist is an act of remembrance, a making present of the mystery in which the past, as an event of death and resurrection, demonstrates its ability to open up a future, to foreshadow ultimate fulfilment. The liturgy reminds us of this by its repetition of the word hodie, the "today" of the mysteries of salvation. On the other hand, we also find the dimension which leads from the visible world to the invisible. In the Eucharist we learn to see the heights and depths of reality. The bread and wine are changed into the body and blood of Christ, who becomes present in his passover to the Father: this movement draws us, body and soul, into the movement of all creation towards its fulfilment in God.” (Pope Francis’ Encyclical Letter “The Light of Faith” par. 44)

The Church in Victoria this week welcomed the release of the report of the Victorian Parliamentary Inquiry into the Handling of Child Sexual Abuse.

The recommendations cover five important areas: changes to the criminal law, easier access to the civil justice system, an independent, alternative avenue for justice, preventative measures and ongoing independent monitoring, and justice for victims.
