	Not of this World
As we come to the end of another liturgical year, we again reflect on the kingship of Jesus.  In today’s gospel we listen to the exchange between Jesus and Pilate.  In response to Pilate’s question regarding the nature of ‘kingdom’, Jesus says, “My kingdom is not from this world.”  He goes on to explain that he came into this world to testify the truth and those who belong to the truth listen to his voice.

So what is this kingdom Jesus refers to?  What does he mean by “My kingdom is not from this world?”  Throughout his ministry Jesus referred to the kingdom of God on many occasions most explicitly in his parables wherein he tried to convey how the kingdom would come, how it grows, and what its values are.

The kingdom of God is not something unattainable.  It is not always beyond us.  Jesus made it quite apparent that we were to be ever ready to receive the kingdom.  We could contribute to its growth and development.  Most of all, we had to live according to the values of the kingdom as we are all united in the prayer, Our Father, thy Kingdom come”.

As Jesus taught, there is no room in the Kingdom of God for the power-hungry, or for leaders intent on their own possessions and prestige.  Jesus himself exemplified a very different kind of leadership.  The most startling example of this was when he washed his disciples’ feet.

Pilate, in stark contrast to this form of leadership, understood leadership only in terms of power and prestige.  Even if the Gospels suggest his hesitation in condemning Jesus to death, it is a matter of historical record that Pilate was one of the most ruthless and cruel of the Roman governors.

So today we are presented with two questions.  The first is what kind of kingdom is the Kingdom of God?  And the second is how are we to live in it?  It comes down to this:  Are we ready to embrace the kingdom of which Jesus speaks and enter fully into it?  Too often, in our parish communities we listen to the gospels each week and even reflect on the messages of those readings.  But do we recognise our own roles in communicating the gospel message?  How are we involved in the coming of the kingdom of which Jesus speaks, and in bringing it about?  In our own daily lives do we stop to consider how we bring the reality of God’s kingdom into our homes, workplaces, clubs, gatherings and the like?  Do we give thought to our 

God-given responsibility to promote the growth of God’s reign in terms of truth, justice, tolerance, and respect for all the children of God?  What are our real values in how we live, in how we speak and in the decision we make?  In other words, have we really made our own the spirit of serving others and promoting their well-being?

The challenge continues-to listen to the encounter between Pilate, one kind of leader in one kind of kingdom, and Jesus, a very different kind of leader in a different kind of kingdom.
