	Seize the Moment
Tory doesn’t realise it but she tends to be one of those people who like to live in the future.  When she looks in the mirror, she’ll quietly murmur, “One day I’m going to lose weight.”  With regard to family problems, her line is, “Eventually I intend to sort this mess out.”  She feels much safer keeping her goals at a distance.  Today’s gospel would probably have her thinking that it’s all about the future and not the now.  But then, Tory would miss the point.
So, here we are at the beginning of the Advent season, thinking about Christmas, and the ‘Tory like’  part of us (we all have one) is wondering about the meaning of this gospel passage that looks to the end times.  Those disturbing images that relate to the end of the world probably have us thinking, “What’s this got to do with Advent anyway?”  So, one option would be to decide they’re about prophetic predictions about the signs of the coming judgement and not relevant to our current circumstances.  Yet, at some level we can’t help but think that against the backdrop of Advent, the gospel sounds like a prediction of many of today’s conflicts and ecological crises.  It certainly has the power to open our eyes to the troubles of our world, a world so much in need of the prince of peace.
Today, as we begin the church’s liturgical year, this gospel reminds us of the big themes of our faith, such as salvation, redemption and judgement. “Be on guard,” Jesus says, encouraging us to see that now is the moment we must choose to live in the light of these realities.  It is not so much about predicting the future, but rather living in the present and listening for God’s voice in our noisy world.

We all live with the frustration of hoping and waiting for a new world, a world that is beyond our human capacity to achieve.  Advent is our wake up call.  Can we take a fresh look at all the limitations we live with and find within a glimpse of the divine?  We must live our hope in the here and now, in the face of the questioning and puzzlement that we so often experience.
Our faith tells us the God we await is already here and waiting for us to catch up.  Even in our darkest times, God is near.  Can we create a space within, where we can meet this God, who never stops loving us?  This space within is what we most need in order to be ready for the future and whatever it may bring.  In our Advent waiting, are we alive to the possibility of God’s coming and transformation of us now?  For now is the only moment we have!
