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Host and Guest
This time of year is busy.  You might find yourself hurrying to the shops or trying to deal with so many last minute things. After the angel tells Mary that she is to be the mother of the Lord, she hurries off to be with Elizabeth.  But it is very different from our hurrying. 
Mary is hurrying to be with her cousin so that they can share with one another their good news.  These two women will celebrate together God’s grace and presence in their lives.

Over the coming days and weeks, many of us will travel to visit family and friends or welcome visitors to our homes.  As we open the door to welcome guests, or as we ring the doorbell and wait to be let in, what might this simple story of Mary and Elizabeth teach us?  Elizabeth offers hospitality.  In return she is blessed by the presence of the Lord.  She recognises, not just Mary, but also the true significance of the child Mary is carrying.  Elizabeth’s welcome and hospitality can be a model for us. 

Every human being, whoever they may be, is created in the image and likeness of God.  When we welcome someone to our home, we are welcoming the Lord.  The challenge for us as hosts is to see the presence of Christ within every visitor on our doorstep.  True hospitality is to offer a welcome that we would offer to Christ himself.  

But there is also a message for guests.  Mary hurries to see her cousin, and in doing so she brings Christ into the house of Elizabeth.  Elizabeth cannot see him, she cannot hear him, but he is there.  What a blessing for Elizabeth!  Mary also brings support and companionship for Elizabeth.  Together they can share and support one another through confusing and changing times.  It’s tempting to see the role of a guest as someone who receives all the attention.  But Mary’s visit is not just to receive.  It is also to give; to give the gift of Christ.  Mary’s visit to Elizabeth left the two women full of joy.  Mary found joy in being a guest and in receiving the love, kindness and hospitality of Elizabeth.  Elizabeth found joy in being a host, because Mary brought not only companionship but also the presence of the Lord.  
Today we might ask ourselves, Are we truly hospitable?  Is a warm welcome and a helping hand still an Australian value?  Do we find the time and make the effort to visit family, friends and those in need?  Do we receive new people and visitors with joy and greet them with the delight of God?  In the coming Christmas and holiday season, may our travels, hospitality and visiting bring us new life.  May we find joy in seeing Christ present in all those we greet, and in bringing Christ into the homes and lives of all those we visit.
